THE GREAT DISASTER AT SEATTLE.

The Town Nearly Ubliterated by Fire and a
Number of Lires Losl.

Seattle (Wash, T.) dispateli; ‘Lhe en- |

tire business portion of Seattle i8 now
nothing lmt smoking ruios Abont 8
o' elock _\'l-eto.'l'dll_\' alternoon spome tor-
pentine canght fire in the basement of
a two-story Duililing on the sonthwest
eorner of Front and Madison streets
The building, which was owned by Mrs,
M. 1L Pontons, ocenpied hy the Seattlo
Slioc compuuy on the first floor, and
the npper floors as offices, was soou
alilinze.  An alarm wes instantly turned
in and the volinteer fire department ro-
spotded promyptly, bat it was imposeibile
to mithe heanwasy wzainst the flames
This bnildine was at the eorner of & row
of frame bniliings all joined together
and of warions heights. Within ten
minutes from the time it started the
Bames developed into a conflagration

The adjoining buililing was n wlhinde-
aale lignor store.  As soon as the fire
reached them the larpels of lignor ex-
ploded with & terrifie report and seat-
tered the embers about. The Denny
bloek, in which were n wholésale con-
feetlonery store, real estute offices aud
geveral other estublisliments and gome
Iodlging apartments, was soon licked np
completely. 'T'nis cleared out the entire
WTATE.

The flames then leaped neross Marion
street, and 1o less than thirty minntes
nnother square was binroed to nshes
Inclnded in this square were a grocery,
confectionery, frot, drog store, plnmb-
ing amd zas fitting establishment, twlor
ghop, pawn shop, jewelry sod other
stores.

While this square was burning the
opera honse bloeck, on the enst side of
Front strect, lietween Madison and
Marion and extending up Marion Lalf-
way to Becond stregt, eanglit five ig the
upper stories and was soon destroved.
This building was valoed st 120,000,
With it went the Seattle plisrmaey, the
wareliouse of the Golden Ruole Tmzanr,
Hurris & Cos large dry zoods and
clothing  store, Abernnihiy’s  stors,
Croose & Co's undertakivge estabilish-
ment, Latene's dry zoods liomse, Browd-
man's paint and oil establishinent, clear-
ing np another square.

The Kenvon block, to the north of
where the five gtarted. had o go too,
notwithstanding the wind wis from the
east.  In this bloek were the jol print-
ing establishiment of the Evening Times,
a musie store nnd tailor sliop.  From
the opern Lionss hlook the fire became »
monstrons conflageation, swallowing up
the sqnare to the south, consisting of
two-story frame bnildings, ocenpied by
the Golden Rule bazaar, the California
clothing Lonse, Gordon Brothers’ tuilor-
mg establishment, the Oriental bazmar
and several other big concerns,

Notwithstanding the progress of the
flnmes the fire department struggled
with & determination to save the most
valnnble portion of Front street to the
sonth, between Columbin strest and
Yesler, which was one magnificent row
of the fine brick bmildings of two and
three stories, where lonr banks Lind their
officesn. This row conxistad of the Con-
nor bloek, oceupied Ly Toklus, Singer-
mann & Co.'s gigantic wholesale dry
goods emporinm; the Union block, Parin
bnilding, Ban Franeisen clothing honse,
Btar Llock, Arcade bmilding, nud Losler
bloek on Ceutral square, All the tele-
gruph offices were in the bleck last
onmed, It was generslly supposed the
entire water front wonld go, and it wns
hoped, if snch was inevitable, these
buildings eonuld be mved. The Rafe
Deposit company also had n boilding in
this block. Explosious of giant powder
ware fruitless to prevent the spread of
the couflazration. Onward the fire
went, orackling, rosring, and almost
shrieking, A three-story Luilding in
the rear of the ‘loklns, Bingermunn &
Co. establishment, which was Welton &

‘o' snil factory, was an easy prey to
the terrible heat and ecinders from the
Commereinl milland lnmber varde, Tl
fira soon communiented to oklas, Sin-
germnn & Co.'s establishment, bnt the
witter was giving out and the stroams
from the several hose renclicd only to
the second stary,

The Tacoma fire department énme
over, Imt both departments eombined
were nseless,  All thnt eonld be done
when the bnildings sueenmbied and the
water gave ont eompletely win to try to
rave property amd life. People H.H to
the Lills to the enst, and lomses dashed
u;r the hmhlnm}n with promisenions londs
ol everything in every available veliele.
