The re-|
mains of Mrs, Tracy and daughter were |
placed in a casket and conveyed to the
east room of the White House, where
less than & week ago they stood gaily
greeting their many friends at the last
presidentiul] reception. The urigin of the
fire is unknown and will likely always
remain n mystery. The sympathy of
the entfire nation goes out to Secretary
Trucy in his great loss.

THE Jorr¥AL had hoped that after the
result of the election and defeat of the
scheme to keep the new officers from
taking their seats, that the old gung
that has been rucning matters since the
organization of Sioux county would be
satisfled to let law and jostice take its
course and settle the questions of right
and wrong. But such hopes were vain,
for those who had participated in getting
the affairs of the county into the condi-
tion they are continue in their attempts
to bolster up the actions of the old offi-
cials and to mislead the people in regurd
o the actions of the new men in office.

Not mtisfied with the decision of the
people at the polls last November, they
concocted a scheme to keep the choice
of the people from taking possession of
the offices to which they were elected,
and had it not beea for the fact that the
people came here in force on January
9th, to see that justice was done, it is
hardly likely that one of the newly
elected officers would to-day be in pos
session of his rights, and now they at-
tempt to brand the acts of the new
county board as illegal, high-handed and
extravaguot.
