THE JOURNAL has received Bulletin No,
16 from the experimenial station of the
state university, relating 10 the experi-
ments made in the cultivation of sugar
beets, Beels were analyzed from nearly
every county in the state and report
demonstrates, beyond question, that
northwest Nebraskn and Sioux county in
particular, is capalje of producing beets
unusually rich in sugar. Of all the
beels analyzed there were but three mim-
ples, besides those from BSioux county,
which yielded as high as 20 per cent of
sugar. One was from Banner county
and yielded 20 per cent, one was from
Rock county and yielded 20 per cent, and
one from Perkins county yielded 20.8 per
cent. Of the ssoples from Sioux coun-
ty six showed the following: 20; 20.4;
21; 21; 21; and 23,2 per cent of sugar.
That puts Bioux county severnl laps
ahead in the richness of sugar beets pro-
duced and if factories are made to pay in
localities where the yield of sugar is
much less than here, there is no reason
why a sugar factory would not be a pay-
ing investment il located in Bioux
county.
