| have been worked since 1538, aud dur-
iug the years intervening at the pres-
ent thme have produced an almost
fubulous amount of ore, says the st
Louis Repuilic; The miners reached
their zenita in 1054, when they  pro
duced 200,000 tons. This output was
continued for about three years, when
it began rapidly falling off, and two
years ago the Vulean works, whose
eapacity is 15,000 tons per month, were
elo:ed tor want of suflicient ore.  The
company continued to prospeet, how-
ever, feeling eonfident that would soon
strike another paying vein, and as at
& lust resort the company sunk another
shaft 140 feet deep, the expense of
which was enormous, ‘Ihis failed also
and the conclusion was forced upon
the company that the “mountain of
irom” was exhausted. I'rospecting was
continned, however, but very quietly
until a vein, was strack nearer the sur-
face.

Before
the Iron Mountain railroad was com-
pleted to this point the output had to
be carrled over the Ozark monntaing
to 5t, Genevieve, Mo, It finally came
into possession of the St. Louis Ore and
Steel company, :

‘I'he loeation of the mine is historic-
ally interesting, as it was one of the
worst nests of bushwhackers develop-
ed by the war. It was at Pilot Knob
that Ulysses 8. Grant received his eom-
mission as general. It was at Pilot
Knob that the United States head-
quarters for the southeast were estab-
lished, It was at P’ilot Knob that Gen-
Inrdee surrendered in 1861, and it was
this same spot that the celebrated bat-
tle of 'ilot Knob was fought in Sep-
tember of 1864, And now, like the
tnles of the war, the erstwhile famous
“Pilot Knob mine, * thie supposed Gol-
conda, is a thing of the past, n shatter.
ed stronghold.
