is wet bend it in its proper form, so that
all the straws will lie straight and even
This done, fasten a cloth band aroumd
the broom to keep it in shape until it
has completely dried (Fig 2). Next re-
move the band, and with a large pair of
scissors clip the lonz uneven straws on
the edge, and you will be surprised at
the improved appearance of the broom
(Fig. 9).

If these suggestions are faithfully car-
ried out, brooms will wear bLetter, last
longer, aweep cleaner, und in every way
prove far more satisfactory.
