“Sedalia was gurrisoned by a body
of Home Guards under the command
of Colone) Wiltiam Bloss and Major
Williawo Gentry, and so, when the
alarm Liell sounded, the little bLand
hurried to the tréenches and prepared
for defense Thompson saw the
handful of eltizens and unlimbered
his guns  An apparently fleree can-
nonade was kept up fur half an hour,
Juring  which U me one man was
Killed, and then the Home Guards
capitulated and Thompson rode into
town. T remember the terrible time
he had that day endeavoring to con-
trol his rough riders, who scemed
beut on making everything contra-
band, but he Uoally wade them un-
derstand his Imperative orders and
quiet was soon restored, but not
until every citizen of fghting age
had been placed under arre-t and
wudrd.

“Well, it leaked out Lefore night
that Thompson bad orders to burn
the railroad depot. It was a great
wooden structure, against which a
large number of the store buildings
backed, and to burn the depot was to
bire the town, The General was a
spectacular soldier as well as o brave
fighter and his picturesque dress
showed him to be somewhit of a gal-
lant knlght. Henee the jadies of Se-
dalia banded themscives together to
the number of Ut and waited upon
hiw with a prayer not to destroy the
tlepot and the town,  He treated the
delegation with conspicnous courtesy,

The Arizona Deserta.

The process of reclaiming the Arl-
zoni deserta goes on apace. During
recent years many Irrigation projects
have been put on a working basis and
tistricts va ying fromn 4 few thousands
to hundreds of thousands of acres ire
Veing rapidly brought into agricul-
tural. and horticultural use. The
greatest project of this character yet
undertaken was practieally begun a
few days ago and plans for one still
greater are announced, For the firsy
contracts have been placed Involving
an expenditure of more than $2,000,-
000 for the construction of reservoirs
and canals to utllize water from the
Gila River in reclaiming 300, 000 acres
of land, which will be tirst-class froit
and vine land. The dam will be one
of the largest In the country and
seventy-two miles of canals are to be
constructed. ‘The second project
contemplates the recliimation of 400,-
000 acres of now arid Iand, with
water taken from the Rio Verde,
stored 1n three immense reservoirs,
and distributed by 150 miles of canals
The land and the canal routes have
heen surveyed and the £2,500,000
necessary to undertake the work sub-
seribed.  Much of the land will make
goodd orange growing land.—New
York Sun.
