Te Be Tested in the Courts.
Inter Ocean.

Colosel Charles P. Lincoln, ex-deputy
comminsioner of pensions, and - ¢
dier now practicing law in Waslungton,
proposes to test in the courts the legality
of Becretary Hoke Smith's action in sus-
pendiog pensigns granted by his prede-
cessor, Secretsry Noble, under the act of
June 27, 1880. Colooel Lincoln main-
tains that & pensioner has a vested right
to his pension after it has been properly
adjudicated, and that even the secrelary
of the interior has no authority to sus-
pend or reduce such a pension unless
fiaud in procuriog it 1s shown. In the
cases suspended by Secretary Smith
there is no charge of frand. It is simply
a difference of opinion that Secretary
Smith uses for his excuse. Secrelary
Noble made one requirement for appli-
cants under the new law and Secretary
Smith has made another requirement,

As secretary of the interior Mr, Smith
may make rulings to govern the acts of
the department while he is its chief, but
Mr. Lincoln contepds that he cannot
undo the work of his predecessor. He
quotes many suthorities to show that
Secretary Smitb’s action in requiring

their title to pensions already granted
under the law is illegal. One of these is
a decision by the interior department in
1888 during Mr. Cleveland's first admin-
istration.

This decision reads:

“It is forbidden by a rule of adminis-
trative practice, which was stated, and
the reason therefor ably presented by
At.wrr:‘f General Wirlin 1825 (bwo opin-
ions) and which has since been frequently
restated by other attorneys general
{(fourteen opinions) that the oflicial acts
of a previcas administration are to be
considered by its successor as final, so
far as the executive is concerned.”

This opinion given by n democratic ad-
ministration is in direct conflict with
Secretary Hoke Smith's actions regard-
ing the pensions granted by Secretary
Noble.
