There are no more farmers who Lao
bhides and make the leather loto
boots, and shoes. and harness. Al
these are put on the market so moen
cheaper anl with so0 ma h betler
palish by the wholesale mwanufac-
turers that it i= quite impossi sie for
the home wanufacturcr, working oo
a small scale, o compete. There
are still shoe repairers who are able
1o earn a living in cities, but Ubey
are often not so well paid as work-
ersin large shops, and their number
terds to decrease rather than o-
crease. We have kuown some farm-
ers to grow broom corn exclusively
and mwanufacture atleast a portion of
thecropinte brovms Tnis labor is not
diicult to learn, and In this way, in
certain pnelghborhoods, em loyment
Is given o large pumbers of en,
but the wages are oot and caonot be
very high,  There (8 too much com-
petition to allow the manufacture
of Lroomns to be carried on  during
the winter, even on the farm, it high
wages are paid, but if one or Lwo
farmers in a nelghborhood should
grow broom corn and manufacture
and sell the products durlog the
winter near home they might be
able to get something bLetter than
whoiesale prices, and so keep their
mwen at work the whole year. This
I8 a sugeestion worth considering,
difticult as it Is becoming Lo
and keep wood farm bhelp. — Philader-
phia Inquirer.

How Milk Is Ansysed.

The chemival analysis of milk s
pot complicated or dimcult, says a
writer 1o the Dalry. A small dish s
accurately we'ghed, the weight noted.
Into iv Is now invroduced asvall por-
tion of milk, and bath are agaln
weighed. My substracting the w lght
of the dish from the welzht ot both,
the weight of the milk Is found and
carefully recorded. Thedishi s Iaced
over a steam et, and the water of
the mlk evapurates, leaviog a resl-
due. 1t Is this residue which passes
under the name of ‘wolids.™ A last
woelghiog of the dish witn the milk
residue, less the weight of the d sh,
gives the sollds, and by a single cal-
culation the percentage Is found.

The wollds of milk have been found
by innumerable anaiyses to average

about 13 per cent.. and, while the fat | ¢hg team of coffee tea, and hot lﬂw]lraﬁ’ i

viarles In the wmilk from different
cows, the solids left after extracting
the fat lsa very constant guantity,
bardly ever fulling below U per cent.
This zives the chemist a positive
basis for his calculations, and enabies
him to state with great certalnty
whether or pot the milk has been
watered. The fat oroll In milk Is
determined by dissolving It, by means
of ether; out uf the total solids, the
residue remaining after the oppera-
tion being termed ‘%olids, not fat™
