Potatae Roup.

To one part of mashed potatoes allow
teoo parts of ehoppsd bread, both well
soaked and thoroughly stirred together,
Use sufficlent salt and pepper to taste,
and flavor with onfons fried to a light
brown. Another good recipe for potato
soup says: I'ut two good-sized potatoes
in & aaucepan in a piut of water, one
bay leaf, celery seed, a #llce of onion
and a sprig of parsley. Cook untll
thoronghly done; then press through &
very fine aleve, ualng the water th
which they were bulled. Put a pint of
milk in a double boller, Rub together
one ounce of butter and an even table
spoonful of flour; stir into the hot milk,
‘and stir continually until It thickens;
add the potatoes to this, scason with
salt and pepper and serve.

To Loosen a Olass Btopper.

The safest way to loosen a glase
stopper s to wrap tightly around the
neck of tha bottle a long strip of rag,
aver which & stream of bolling water
should be gently poured. The rag can
be taken off in the space of two or
thres minutea, when probably the neck
of the bottle will have suMciently ex-
panded to allow the stopper to be with-
drawn. Bometimes It Ia necessary to
repeat the operation, which, exeept
in very bad cases, Is almost invariably
succesafnl,

Teating Coffes.

An expert tester gives the following
directions for detecting adulterated
coffee: Rub a bandful of coffee hetween
the ingern. If It hardens or cakes it is
adulterated, probably with chicory,
Another test s to place a sample of
the coffee on the top of n glassful of
water. If part of It floats and part
sinks It s undoubtedly adulterated.
Pures coffes containa an olly enveloping
subatance that keepa out the water, or,
at leant, doea not quickly atsorh |1

Wiited roses can be restored hy plac-
ing the stems In hot water for a min-
ute.

Coffes stalns on white goods whould be
washed ln warm water before placing
in suds.

Don't clean brass articles with acidn.
Use putty powder with aweet oll. Wash
off with soapsuda, and then dry. This
will insure brightness.

Pliok and blue ginghama of a wash-

able make can be kept from fadiag by
washing In & weak solution of vinegar
and water. Rinse in the same way and
dry In the shade.
Ink stains on white goods can be re-
moved by soaking In water and then
covering spot with pounded salts of
lemon. Bleach In sun for half bour,
wash In suds, rinse and dry.
