A Mysterious Crater,

Albout forty miles from Flagstaff,
Arizona, In the midst of a grent plain,
there In o sancer-sahaped hollow about
threequarters of a mile across and
wlx hundred feet deep. The rim of
this strange crater rises between one
bundred and Afty and two hundred
feet above the surrounding plaln,
Hocky fragmoents are scattered for sev-
ernl miles around the erater, decreas-
lng In number vntll they disappear,
Among these rocks many fragments
of meteoric lron, some containing min-
nte blnek diamonds, have been found,
The Inner walls show that the erust
of the earth was broken when the
crnter was formed; yet no  voleanie
rocks exist there. Geologista have re-
cently proposed peveral theories to ae-
count for this singular phenomenon,
One theory Is that an Immense meteor-
fte made the hole, and that the meteor-
fe frngments Just mentioned sre rem-
nants of the falling star. Another the-
ory ascribes the origin of the crater
to a tremendous explosion of steam In
the rocks beneath; and a third com-
hinen the first two by suggesting that
the blow of n falling meteor, striking
the earth's crust at a point where sub-
terranean water had accumulated In
the neighborhood of heated rocks, was
the cause of the explosion.
