MANAGEMENT OF THE FARM,

Harrowing Corn—Grouand Wheat Kills |

Of inunmerable Weeda and Levels
Ridges-Vine Cutter for Gardesers—
Adding to Wheelbarrow's Capacity

Machine for Gardencrs.

The illustrution represents a machine
adapted o cut off parts of aoy creeping
Vine or for triimming or cutting off run-
ners, wod It way be carried close to the
plant to cot off desired portions with-
o Injuring what s lefr. the cutters
being wiso readily adjustable and easily
accessible for sharpening or cleaning.

At the forwurd end of the machine
Is u sickle bar finger adapted w travel
ou the ground, and the body and the
fluger bar are made in two sections di
vided longitudinally, thers belug in the

renr purt of the Anger har and the for-
wiird part of the body o longitudinal
opening where the cutters are locited.

MACHINE TO CUT VINEAR,

The ground wheel at the left hand
side of the machine has an  internal
geair nid Is fawt on the axle, the oppuos-
lng  wheel  being  removable, while
weghlng with the Internal gear s a
pulon on a shaft carrying a stellated
cutter w heel, whose teeth are sharpened
o a bLevel 1o meet the catting eilge
of d curter adjustably secured In the
left hoand wall of the lovgitudinal open
lne, the upper slge of the cutter belng
fhush with the ppper surface of the fin-
ger bar of the machine,

Corn stulible that has been geeded In
gritin, and s pot sown to thnothy or
clover, will be much benetited by a
thorongh harrowiug as soon us the
land Is it to work. Hook three strong
minles o horses to an adjustable stoel
tooth harrow amd harrow across the
drill rows.  Ten aeres con be gone over
I g half w day, What few stools of
grinin. may be will nm
mmonnt to much.,  The loesening of the
soll arcound the grain roots amd the
thorough pulverization of the enrth be-
tween the deill rows will be n very
great ndvantage to the erop. After the
harrowing and before a rmin Is an ex-
cellent time 10 give the feld a top
dressing of fine mannre or 1000 poumds
of nltrate of soda and 100 pounds of
phosphate of lme. These two fertiiiz-
e et well together, s In o favora-
ble genson will Inerease the sield from
elght to ten bushels per nere. Flelds
of graln that are In bad shape, elther
from being gotten in Inte, want of prop-
er fertflzation or owing to severs winds
and alterpate freezing amd thawing,
will be mueh benefites] by o gomd har
rowing,

The eidbtor har freqgnently harrowed
cort stibible graln, nml always with
the best results, and would earnestly
cammensd 1. The harrowing kllls -
numerable weeds, which Is another
advantage, besides breaking off the
vorn stubw and levellng the ridges,
which mwakes it easier for the reaper.
Corn stubible wheat should not be seed-
el to timothy or clover, bt It ghonld be
lowed up as soon after harvest as the
work ean be done, and seeded to graln,
pnd then to grass, —The Amerienn,

Feeding Cotionseed Meal,

The nse of cotton seed In moderate
quantity, In connection with bmn or
clover hay or pasture, wouold oot injure
your butter, but rather be beneficial,
as the foods mentloned would tend to
mnke It soft and olly, aud the addition
of cotton seed would counteract this
effect, nnd give It a o conalstence
and good gmin, without injuring the
flavor perceptibly. At the Misalsslppi
Agricultural College, we feed our mileh
cows a ratlon consisting of four to slx
pounds of cotton seed meal, two to four
pounde of bran (or cornmeal), twenty
pounds of corm silage, and hay ad libj-
tum, through the winter months, or
“ight to ten pounds of seed may subastl-
tute the whole graln ration. When the
cown ure in good pastore, they need but
little meal. As they become dried up,
two pounds of meal and two pounds of
Lrun way be fed with good advantage.

Fowing by Hand.

There are not many now who can dis-
tribute gruin or grass seads evenly by
the hand and get the right amount per
sore. It Is Hkely that the art will he
wholly lost. There are broadeast seed-
#rw which will do the work quicker and
better than the best sower by hand
could ever do. The drill nowadayn does
mownt of the grain seeding, the only
dificulty with it being that when the
soll Is very mellow the seed Is put In
too deep. Rolling after the seed bed I
prepared remedies this difficulty. Itis
also a good plan to roll down the land
which s to be seeded by band. The
harrow or cultivator will cover It deep-
ly enough.

The pwea
requilres nltrogenous manure, us It s
tore pitrogenous than any other grain
except The bean, 1t s troe that the pea
riot is shile anlr In the
soll aod extrnet the nltrogen from that,
but It does this only when in an afi-
vaneed stage of growth, A small
mmount of pitrate of sodan sown with
pens warms the spll around them, for
it alds the growth of pea roots, which
liberate earbonle acld gas, which al-
wiys evolres hent. It Is thus, by fur
nishing foo] gid warmth at the early
eritien]l perlod, that the pea s made
earller than iv otherwise would be, and
