By Ler bedside at the time were
her #on. her two dsughters, her mar-
cred sister and her husband aod Dr. Ed-
ward Hooker, ler nephew, who wae
alwo her medical attendant, and other
relatives, Mrs, Stowe's malady of
many vears continuance, = mental
trouble, tosk un acute form on  Friday,
when congestion of the brain with por-
tial paralysis appeared. During Fri-
dav, Suturday an! Sunday Mrs. Stowe
was about the house, but suffering very
much. Since Mond vy morning she has
beert contined to ber bal and  yesterday
Vternoon  became  une nscious  Mrs,
Rtowe ynti] seven vears ago was io good
henlth, although she was frail bodily.

Mrs, Stowe was horn at Litchfield
Conn., June |4, 1812, and was therelore
withty-four when she passed away.
She wis the third daoghter and sixth
ehild of Dre. Lymun Beacher. She grew
up inan atmonphere surcharged with
mental and moral enthusiasm and it
was under the strong influence of her
dited father that she 1mbibed those
tralts of mental charmoter, so strongly
brought out in her contributions to the
antl-slavery propsganda, Her literary
labors began when she was but twelve
yearn old, and her first article wos 8
composition nnder the somewhat im=
poring title, “Can the Immortality ol
the Soul Be Proved From Its Light of
Nature?' Her father, gratiled and
pleased, snconraged her literary aspira-
tions. She was given every advantage
of education and became well known un
literary circles ot an early age.

In January, 150, she married Rev,
Calvin Ellis Stowe, and took up he?
retidence at Cincinnati. From that
city she made frequent visits to the
slave states of the south &nd thus ac.
quired that minnte knowlgdge of south-
ern life and charncteristice displayed in
her luter writings. She joined the anti-
slavery crusade with all the enthusissm
uf & strong worpan's natare,

If this be true, and there is
po reason to doubt that lt in, it will be
impossible to remove the bodies of the

Bokron, June 30.—One of the saddest
accidents in the history ol the Boston
water front occurred st Castle Island,
offt Olty Point, yesterday alternoon.

Comuwodore steamed uv the harbor yese
terday afterncon at 2:20. (aptain Mor.
ton Bave:

“When the Commodore arrived at
Tampe her papers were examined and
found to be all right., Then she was
seurclied for arme and of course none
were found. For two davs we lsid in
the harbor and on Thursday we set
pail with no cargo and with the proper
clearance papers for Charleston. Bee
fore we left the harbor we were lving
very near to the revenne cuotter Me-
Tean amd il the officers of that essel
wished to examine the Commmodore and
its pipers every opport nity wae afford-
ed them. We steamed from the harlbor
very slowly, for the engipes were not in
the best of working order. When we
were two aniles out I heard the report
of a gun and saw the M¢Lean behind
ue. Bang went another gun and I
ordered the engines stopped and we
waited the arrival of pursuer. Bang
went the third and this time a solid
shot whistled by us, falling not forty
leet from the vessel. The wind from
the shot as it passed was felt on the
face of every man on deck.
