“Give us more Grant stories,” writes
an Ilinols mwan.

Very well: bhere they are:

While at Shullsburg a few days ngo,
a town nearly ns old as CMengo, nnd
which at one thue was the center of a
vast lead mining luterest, and from
whose mines wmiltions of dollars' worth
of lead have been taken daring the last
sixty-five years, 1 foll In witl several
ald restilints, men who were Lorn at
or in the vicluity of the old town. now i
trim, well bullt, nleely shaded, cleanly
city of about twa thousand Inlinbitants
One of them—A, A, Townsend - whose
father locitted there in 1827, told about
a visit he mwade to Genernl Grant in
INNO, W fow weeks after bl defeat in

the natlonnl Republican  convention
which nated James A Garfield for
President. 1 owlll et Wim tell the story.

“Knowing that Shollsburg was one
of the polnts frequently visivsl by
Grant when he was driving through
southwestern Wisconsin selling leatlier
for Grant & Perkins of Gulean, 1t oe-
curred to me that 1t would plense the
general to viklt the town and he glven
an informal reception. 8o one day 1
hitehed vp my team and drove to Ga-
lena, twenty wiles away, called on the
general, introducsd myself, told him 1
liad boen one of his soldlers and invited
him to visit Shullsburg and give the
people an opportunity to manifest thelr
regard for him, The general wis very
foclable nod seenisl pleased over the
invitation. He remembered Shullshurg
and many of the people there, fnecepted
the lnvitation and sald it would afford
hlm plessure o vislt the town amd
meet bis ;i friends agatn. To clinch
It he added: "Yes, Mr. Townsend, yiu
can sy to your people that I will come”

“The day was fixed upon amd nbout
noon on that day o earrdage contalning
four gentlemen, one of whom was the
general, drove Into wwn.  The news
lined gone brogdeast and everyhody for
idles around was in the villags to greet
the ex-Presidont, and thonsands of
them wetw glven the pleasure of a
handshake.  His soldlers were Lere In
Zreal numbers

“The tenchers of the publie sehools
arcanged to have the gepernl  vislt
them, a thing e seemed very glad to
do. The chilldren sang and clivered and
the genernl was oalled gpon 16 sk 10
them, 1 do not remember wneh he
wald, bur this 1 do remember,  Te siald:

“There were more choees and sptting
of hands and another sefge, and then
the geners) mingled with the peoplie on
the streets and luter went over to the
home of George Wetherhy, an enrly
friend and one of his warm adilrers,
where there was tinother reception.

“It was o great day for Shullsburg,
and T guess the old hero enjoyed It as
well as we dkl.
