In order to ofm and equlp the men
mised by conseription, Napoleon hgid
recourse to his private treasure, deaw
Ing 05,000,000 franes from the saults
of the Tullories for that purpose. The
remloing ten were tpansferred at In-
tervals to Blois. Hut all hig treasure
could not buy what did not exist, The
best military stores were in the heart
of Hurope; the 'rench arsenals conld
afford only autlguated and almost tive-
lews supplies. The recrults were arm-
od sometimes with old muskets, the
use of which they did not know; they
wore for the most part bonnets, hlogs-
ex, and gnhots,  There were not half
enough horkes for the seanty artillery
and eavalry, Worse than all, thepe
wak no thoe for instruction In the
manunl and tnctien.  On one oceasion
a boy eonseriht was found standing In-
active under o flerée musketry fire:
with artless Intrepldity he remarked
that hie believed he conld alin ag well
as anybody if he omly koew bow to
lond his gun.—Century.. « |
