The United
Riates commander (Brown, by name,
too), was ashamed of his rompatriot
and tried to stop the cownards, but
sould not, The command to which
fosen Brown belonged refused to run
with Ity friends and stood Its ground
unfilnehingly. The battle was agalost
such odds, however, that a retréat wits
necessary. The United States generals
went word to the Aying militlamen that
the enemy had been repulsed. This Hi-
ile trick hiad the desired offect, and
sack cume the boys, who redeemed thelr
lost honor by converting almost certaln
digastor Into a glorious victory.

When his term of wervice oxplred
youtig Brown returned to his old home,
At the age of 24 years he married Miss
Hester Rmmith, who bore him two boys
and three girla, 1o 1825 he went to
Cataraugus County, New York, and
with no money made his real start in
Hte. He bullt & cabln for hlmself,
working upon It nt night, and earning s
few cents by thmshing graln for his
nelghibors durlng the day. In this place
he lived forty years, and in that time
lost by death his entire family. 1In
IRGT he went to Missourl; wold out his
property In New York, and for 4 Ume
stopped In Worth County., Tiriug of
living alone, he finally removed to the
home of his grandson, Orr Brown, with
whom he now resldes.

Notwithstanding lils great age, Mr.
Brown retalns sll his facolties. His
hend Is clear, bis memory good, and his
nerves steady. But he has not walked
for three yearw, Ie lives In a comfort-
uble chalr, and cordially receives the
visitors who call to see the old soldier
of the war of 1812

Under the original pension law Mr.
Brown recelved $8 a month, This pen-
sion was Incrensed ten yeams ago to §12,
and In 1501 Mr. Brown was granted a
special pension of $40 & month, Last
year, In consideration of his extreme
age, his stipend was further increased
to $50 a month. He ls the oldeat sol-
dier recelving a penslon, and the clerks
in the oMce take a special pleasure In
preparing his voucher and remitting
the money before any other old soldler
In paid.

During the past year a most remark-
able ehange has come to him. For
fifty years his bair, thick and soft, has
heen perfectly gray. Bix monthe ago
it began to turn black and now there
in not & grny hair In his head.

Curcaco, Nov. 5.—The Iollowing
signed statement was issued from re-
publican national beadquarters last
night:

Considering the wild rumors whieh
are being circulated throughout the
country we deem it proper and advisalile
to state the result of the election, as in-
dicated by the returns and confirmed by
telegrams to this office from the chair-
men of the several siate committees and
the members of the national committee
in the several etates. McKinley has
carried beyond a doubt a sufficient num-
ber of states o that his vote in the elec-
toral college will not be less 1han 204,
These states are the following, with the
electoral vote of each state

According to the general
smpression the result will be a rapid
diminution of the gold withdrawals for
the United Sates, and toere is no doubt
that Major McKinley's election iavor-
ably affected the Stock exchange
throughout. Consolr opened 3{ per
vent highe: than yesterday,

The Parig, Berlin, Vienns and Frank-
fort Btock exchanges were in excellent
tone and active yesterday in conse-
quences of the résult of the election in
the United States and the dealings in
American securities showed advances.
A lesding English broker in an ioter-
view with a representative of the Asso-
viated preeseaid: “‘McKinley's election
has helped the whole market. Large
baying orders from New York were
sent after the vesult of the election wae
known in the United states and started
the market."”

The Star remarks: “We in England
have great right to rejoice at the over-
whelming defeat of the at'ack on the
zold etandard.

Harry Marks, proprietor of the Finan-
cial News, says the news gave unbound-
pd satisfaction 1n English financial
circles. He maid: ‘““But I still think
there will be a reaction in a few days.
The Industrial element leare & return of
high protection. Although for the pres-
snt the finaucial question is settled, I
think the adyence in prices is somewhat
frothy, While the Englich capitalista
regard gilt-edged railway stocks favor-
ably, they know they are in the hands
of cliques of speculatore rather than in
the hands of inveators, and there may
be rate wars, Therefore, I see nothing
to cause big dealing in these stocks."
