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ENGLISH IN A BAD FIX

OENERAL WHITE MUST RETREAT
OR FIGHT LARGE BOER FORCE.

Appears to Have Reached Limit of
His Game of Military Blufr
with Afrikanders.

London, Oct, 81.—The South Afrlcan
War has now been In progress nearly
three weeks and so far the British
arms have been constantly crowned
with momentary succsases, though at a
cost which verifies President Kruger's
prediction that the conflict would stag-
ger humanity,

But though victory has fallen to
Great Britain whenever and wherever
the issues were of paramount import-
ance, General White's position today In
scarcely more reassuring than at the
outbreak of the war., Bo far he han
only shown his abllity to outwit by
strategy the Boers' strategy, That, In
its conception, meets which high pralse
from the Hritish military critics, Now,
he appears to have reached the limit
of this game of war, by which he was
able to prevent the massing of the
Boers' columns and must either meet
the enemy's combined force or retreat.

Many people think (General White
should rest content with the successes
80 far achleved and fall back on Co-
lenso, pointing out that he appears to
be fully able to move his forces quickly
and without deterforation.

It s scarcely probable that he wil)
follow this coupse, preferring rather
to hold Ladysmith, though agalnst o
much superior force, until reinforee-
ments arrive. It s the feeling that the
general Intends to follow the latter
course which creates uneasiness, for
victories over Boer units are not be-
Heved to Indicate that the same result
can Y nohleved over the Boers when
masned.

BOER PLANS WELL LAID.

Compared with this impending move-
ment about Ladysmith  the fate of
Kimberiey and Mafeking and the pro-
gress of the other Independent oper-
ations are almost insignificant The
rapldity of the Boer advances and the
tendcity of the endeavors of thelr ool-
umns Lo concentrate on General White,
have proved clearly that the Hoers'
pliens were matured long before hos.
tilities disploced negutiations and tho
they may be unuble to stand before
the brilllant charges of the British
troops, or serve thelr artillery with the
skill of thelr opponents, that they nre
a mobile force and operate harmoni-
ously under a carefully prepared plan
of campalgn.

No one seems to have the falntest
fdea of what conditions will eonfront
the British army corps on Ity arrival
in Bouth Afrlen, Wil It be an aveng-
ing force, whome duty will be wiping
out of the defeat of General White,
and the recapture of Mafeking and
Kimberley, or will it be simply o walk-
aver Into Pretoria, dispersing  Boer
bunds, digintegrated by the strain of
& long campaign, and discouraged by
constant reverses? These questions are
uppermost In the minds of all connect-
¢ dwith the war offien. By Novem.
ber 4 the last troop ship should have
silled, but the army corps  would
sonrcely take the fleld untll the end
of December,

Startling Charge Made By a Firm
Against a Kansan,

Snider-Buel cotmpany, and ust St
Loule vommission house, whivh aboo
Operrates in Kansas City, have brovs at
H!.lll In the federn) court at Wichioa,
Kan., ugalnst George K. Landers, 16
Cattle King of Harper gounty, Kansas,
for the recovery of $112000, and redquest
that a United States murshal Le Pl -
ed In charge of Landers’ property un-
tll the matter comes up for hearing

Plaintiffs alloge that In July, 1868,
they loaned Landers 393,000 for which
they took a mortgage on ecattle, wnd
thiet in July, 189s, they loaned him
$9.000 maore, for which they also took
mortgage on cattle,

Other loans amounted to §112,000, A
few weeks ago, as it was nearing the
time to ship, the Evans-Snlder-Buel
company sent a man (o the Landers
ranch In Harper and Barber counties
to look over the cattle and report the
exact conditlon of the herd under the
mortgage. The entire number mort-
gaged amounted to 4,600 cattle. When
the company's agent looked around, he
t?ld he could find only 1,600 of the cat-

e,

At least 2,000 were missing, 80 he re-
ported to the East 8i. Louls house. In.
vestigation was then begun. Landers,
it s claimed, sald that all the cattle
not found in the herd had died last
Bpring, but his creditors clalm that he
sold some of them at least and that
they traced 700 of them to the Wichita
ftock yards,

Landers had blg ranches in Harper
and Barber counties and wan account-
ed a safe man. He got all the money
he wanted and was supposed to be
worth at least 3175000, He went to
Kansas City Friday night and will at-
tempt to straighten the matter up. His
deals have been some of the largest
transactions In southern Kansas.

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STRIKING

ALTOELD ARRAICNS THE RE-
PUBLICAN PARTY.

Dispassionate and Convincing Ar-
fument Relative to Money
Question and Trusts.

In his speech at Blalr Wednesday
night, ex-Governor Altgeld of Ilinlois
sald, In part:

“‘Nebraska 1s not only great in re-
sources and In wealth and attracts the
attentlon of the whole world by her
Immense crops, but on account of one
of her citizens she Is known. And so
Ereat s that man that even the local
elections In the state must tell If he
iz falling or rising.”

On the money question he sald: “In
‘98 the question of the remonetization
of sllver was before the people of this
country, The resuvit seemed to be
In favor of leaving sliver as it was,
After three famines In forelgn coun-
tries, after abundant crops in  this
country, after msome startling discov-
eries of gold, prices began to rise, on
account of a larger volume of =noney,

“These facts substantiate the claims
of bimetallists in ‘96, that If we add
to the volume of money In the world
the selling price of products goes up in
proportion When this condlition exists
the farmers get more money and con-
B¢quently the merchant and the bapker
and every branch of industry flourish-
e8. More money glves new blood to
vitalize a natlon. That was our posl-
tion, it Is eur position now."

MENACE OF TRUSTS,

He then made a few sound
ments on the trusts,

“In these days there are great com-
binatlons of capltal that are also large-
ly affecting the producers of the na-
tion. The prices of goods are not fixed
by competition rs of old. No traveling
salesmen travel over the country to
#ell &t a competition price, for n few
| getlemen git In 4 back room and muke
that price by a lead pencil, and they
tompel the public o pay, for they have
& monapoly on the production,

“In ope of the New York papers pe-
cently an article was published ghow-
Ingo over 100 artlcles In which prices
had been ralsged from 20 to 150 per cent
and not by demand. T shall not even
Buggest n remedy for this, but I want
you to ook ut the parties of today and

gtate-

fee on which side these trusts array
themselves.  Havemeyer sald recently
that the tarl® was the mother of
trusts. You know what party is In

favor of high tariffs.

“We must deal with them. Then
which party do you think will deal
with them most honestly? No man has
a complete solution of this great prob-
lem, but when the American people
study & problem they always find a
way of solving it. This one may re-
quire many attempte. What !s neces-
Bary I8 an honest determination to
deal with the trusts honestly. There
Is no need of hareh words in discussing
this question. On which side are the
promoters of trusts usually found? No
party that collects vast sums of mon-
ey for campalgn purposes from trusts
can be expected to deal honestly with
them.

"A recent republican  eonventlon In
Onhio denounced trusts, but Benator
Hannn, who I8 the better Indicator of
the party In Ohto, recently declured
himself In favor of trusts. There is
no apen question now.,  You must act
on your judgment.'”

DANGERS OF IMPERIALISM.

Mr., Altgeld then gave 4 clear and
comelse statement of the Phillpplne slt-
wvatlon, following events minutely asa
Lthey happened,

“I clolm o be a democrat, but would
not be long 1F 1 belleved the democrats
to be wrong. No man should put pars
ty above country., Some of the very
men who helped to form the republichn
party are today ralsing the ery of dan-
ger to the republic by that party's pol-
ley,  On minor guestions men  glve
way to the majority, bhut when such
men ad John Sherman, Hoar, BEdmunis,
Routwell and the like, ralge the cry of
alarm to their party something seri-
ous must be wrong.

“This is not & question of expansion,
gimply, for if that were the question
there would he much difference of
opinlon,  In 1803 we acquired Loulsl-
ana, in 1810 Florida, In 1841 Texus, In

1544 New Mextoo sand Callfornla, in
1568 Alaskn. ‘This was expansion of
territory, but not imperiallsm.  The
questian s, shall this government go

Inte the business of imperialigm, Ilke
the governments of Furope? Inoall
former cnses of expansion the coun-
try andded was a part of our own con-
tinent, o part of the western  hemi-
sphere.  In each case the treaty pro-
vided that the territory acguired he-
come & part of the republic. s peos
ple should Hve under the constitution
af the United States, and should be

They were governsd by thelr own con-
et 1 am one of those who hellove
our country will grow, and wome day
the frozen skies of the north will cover
American soll,  Even the West Indles
will beeome n part of thix grest re-
public, but by eonetitutional methods,
It will be when the people want to be-
come Americans becnuse they love our
government and our flag. Then our
Declaration of  Independence  wil)
spirend out over them In peace. They
will become cltizens of n republic andy
that the grandest on the earth.
"It Is different with those Islands
15,000 miles away., We will never grow
large #nough to Include the whale
enrth, and we must be content with
expansion In the western hemisphere.'
Mr. Altgeld gave n history of the
events in the Phillppines leading up to
the present day, He sald: “When the
war wan declared with Spain in April,
1808, the United States disclaimed any
Intentlon of annexing Cuba, or of ex-
ercising muthority over It. That reso-
lution was worthy of n great republie.
That resolution voloed the sentiments
of the American people, But why
woeuld not the snme sentlments apply
to the Philippines®? We are making n
noew depnrture and in the way of Eu-
rapenn monarchies. We are making
official positions for hungry and cor-
rupt politielans, #o that syndicates may
despoll the Prilippines,  What would
vou Ao If you were 4 Flllpine? Do you
wonder that they fght?
PBURDEN OF STANDING ARMY,

mean a loss of ten men for each of the
5,700 precinets In the state, or a total
of 27,000 votes,

Seven Hours Sleep Out of Sixty--
Local Speakers Accompanping
Drop Out Broken Down.

Red Cloud, Neb.,, Oct. 28.—Special to
the 8t. Louis Post-Dispatch: Wm. J.
Bryan continues his marvelous display
of endurance., In the four days since
his departure from Lincoln he has
made about 25 speeches, and has been
travellng night and day. When the
rallroad Is available he buys his ticket
and takes his seat in an ordinary car,
and when there Is no rallroad he hires
& carriage and drives over the prairie
to his next appointment.

He has driven eighteen miles on each
of the last three nights, and yesterday
he drove 20 miles, besldes making a
hundred mlles on the rallroad. He
has had but seven hours' sleep in the
last 60 hourg, but he goes on through
rain and fog, and ¢old, and he has not
yet disappointed a single audience,

Local speakers accompany him for a
day or two and then drop out, broken
down. Thelr places are taken by oth-
ers, and they, too, yield; but Mr. Bryan
never utters the slightest complaint,
and apparently he (s the iron man that
hia followers think he Is.

He made three speeches yesterday at
points far apart, and he is scheduled
for seventeen today—probably as many
as any one man ever made In any ona
day, He has learned to sleep at short
notice and whenever there is & stop of
as much as two hours he goea to bed,

He Is beginning to show slgns of
the terrible strain. His eyes are red
from loss of sleep, his volce has grown
hoarse agaln and the lines In his face
are deepening llke scars. But he will
not quit—he hai no thought of such
a thing. He expects In eleven days to
make every one of the eighty-one
speeches arranged for by the fusionist
committee, and more if they are need-
ed. Probably there {8 no other man
living who ecould do it, and it may
leave him broken down, but he will
fight it through.

It i# not a matter of personal pride,
but It is what he helleves to be his
duty, He sald in one of his speeches
this week that It was not his highest
ambltion to become president of the
United Btates, but to achieve the so-
clal and economic reforms that he ad-
vocated; and every one here believes
this declaration to be sincere. Repub-
licans as well as democrats have the
highest admiration for his personallty,
his honest and cleanly life and his
earnestness of purpose.

He Is always oheerful, despite the
greatest hardship and severest atrain.
During the last three days he haa
been ever gay and animated, whlle
his half dead trein of followers drag-
ged wearily after him In the long
night drives, when the horsea’ heads
were Invisible, and others, while sit-
ting erect, slept through sheer wearl-
ness, It was his volce that always
roused the tired spirits of his com-
panlons.

When It Ia necessary to take a train
at 3 o'clock In the morning it I8 he
that begins the trip with the anticipa«
tion of a boy going on hig firat jour-
ney.

At Cortland the weather was raw
and cold and the town I8 & hamlet of
only a few hundred inhabitants, but
he was heard hy & thousand people,
His Beatrice speech was made late In
the afternoon, when he had just ar-
rived after his long drive from Cort-
land. Although Beatrice ix a repub-
llean town It was the largest political
meeting ever held thers. Mr. MeKin-
lay was in Beatrice twice before he
became president, but nelther of his
audiences was as large as Mr. Hryan's,

Mr. Bryan attacked with his usual
arguments, imperiallsm, the trusts and
the gold standard, but, as has become
his custom in the last few days, he
gave the largest share of his attention
to lmperiallsm, and the enlargement
of the regular army,

This gubject now seems to be acqulr-
ing the chief place on his mind, and it
is also received with the greatest ap-
plause by his audiences. He spoke in
the evening at Wymaore.

Mr. Bryan speaks today at Superlor,
Gulde Rock, Red Cloud, Riverton,
Eranklin, Bloomington, Alma, Orleans,
Oxford, Arapahoe, Cambridge, Indian-
ola, MoCook, Culbertson, Trenton, Strat-
ton and Benkleman.

BRYAN BAYS NATION'S HANDS
ARE TIED.

Cortland, Neb., Oct. 28 —~William
Jennings Bryan In his speech at Cort-
land, expressed himself with foree on
the question of the Boer war, says a
special to the Sunday Post-Dispateh,
There ia a large settlement of Hol-
landers near Cortland and many of
them were In hlg audlence, He sald:
“1It our natlon adops an Imperiallistic
policy It will cease ta be a moral foree
among the nations of the earth. We
cannot stand for the doctrine of self-
government anywhere If we assert a
title to the Philippines based  upon
elther purchase or conquest, Even now
we gee how our conduct In the Orient
is silencing the natlon when W ought
to express Its sympathy with the pa-
triots of South Africa. Untll this year
our penple have been free to bhld God-
speedd to all who were struggling for
Hberty,

“Webster made one of hils greatest
speeches In support of a congression-
nl resolution extending sympathy to
Greece,. When the Cubans wore fight-
ing for the right to govern themselves,
congress declded that our people wish-
ed them success,

“But now, when the eitlzens of the
Dutch republi¢ are menaced with sub-
jugation our nation stands with its
handa and itz mouth gagged because
we are doing In the Phillppine islands
what England is doing In Africa. I
am anxious that the United States
should be on friendly terms with all
European governments, but we cannot
afford to surrender the doctrine nmet
forth in the Declaration of Independ-
ence In order to purchase the good
will of emperors and kinga.

“We have existed for a century and
& quarter without the atd of Euronean
countries, and we can exist for a thou-
mand years more without their ald, but
we cannot fulfill the high mission of
a republic unless our flag gives hope
and Inspiration to all who desire the
blessings of self-government.

“The outlanders ought to be abla to
enforce thelr own demanda  without
Englinh aid If the Boers refused to lia-
ten to reason, We wounld not allow
England to assert the right to deter-
mine the terms of naturalisation in
this country, any more than we would
allow her to Impress American sea-
men."”

CARL $WORZ'S
Says imperialism May Become Par-
amount lssue

Cinecinnati, O,, Oect, 31.—A number of
prominent German citlzens recently ad-
dressed an Invitation to Hon. Carl
Schurz to deliver an address in Cin-
cinnati. The following reply was re-
oelved: |

It wans & matter of regret to me to
be unable to accede to your request to
deliver & nonpartisan address on Im-
perialism In Cincinnat! on my return
trip from Chicago. This was partly
due to my anxlety to reach home and
also because a nonpartisan discussion
on this question I no longer reeog-
nized.

I would be pleased If this question
could be taken out of party politics,
because if this Is not done, the only
cholce that will be left us next year
will be between & party representing
imperialism and sound money and an«
other party which in opposition to im-
perlallsm will combine with it an un-
sound money [ssue,

This alternative can only be avolded
if the Imperial policy Is removed and
the firat step necessary to that end is
not alone the cessation of hostilities
by & victory of our arms, but the re-
Hnquishment of the Phillppines. If the
Filipinos are not granted their inde-
pendence then Imperlalism will be the
meain Issue In the presidential elec-
tlon next year, crowdlng all other ls-
sues Into the background. The signs
are already apparent, and I see that
the Cinelnnatl Volksblatt warns as fol-
lows:

“Practical people are of the opinlon
that Mr. Schurz could be of greater
service to the country if he would come
to Ohlo and again fight the silver swin-
dle Instead of working into the hands
of the free colpers by placing annex-
atlon Into the foreground., It Is a fact
that fres colnage represents Ao greater
danger than annexation.”

I am of a different opinion. No ona
can say of me that I undervalue the
danger that may arise from free coln-
age. But T hold that imperialism 1s
decidedly more dangerous, for [t means
the ruiln of our free Institutions. If,
then, we could not oppose Imperialism
without warking Into the hands of the
free coiners, as the Volksblatt says,
what then? It meansg that three years
ago, In good faith, we elected a presl-
dent to solve the money question who,
Instead, has burdened us with Imper-
fallsm, In this connection the warn-
ing to speak of something else sounds
peculiar.

Of what do the speakers who have
been called into 'Ohlo really speak?
Did Governor Roogevell, for instance,
dllate upon the sllver question? He
was principally occupied In calling us
copperheads in answer to our anti-im-
perialistic arguments. And the rest
of the orators do llkewlse,

If under these circumstances 1 would
by the agitation of the sllver question
ald the republicans of Ohio to victory,
I would be convinced that the admin-
{stration would construe such a vie-
tory as the Indorsement by the peole
of its imperiallstic policy and make un-
limited capital out of it. Toward such
a result I cannot consclentiously con-
tribute.

1 am of the honest conviction that
the greatest danger that now threatena
the republic Is imperiallsm. I belleve
that It I8 our highest patriotic duty
to set aslde all party Interssts and
to do our beat to avert this danger.

It was to thls end that last year I
oppoged the candldacy of Roosevelt
for governor In this etate. I did thils,
although I was a personal friend of
Roosevelt and worked with him for civ-
il service reform. I belleved then, and
#tlll belleve, that his defeat with his
Imperialistie program and In spite of
his new earned fame would have
frightened the administration in Wash-
ington from the annexation of the
FPhilippines and In this manner the
danger would have been greatly min-
Imized.

Many of my acquaintances here who

were then of a contrary opinion now
ngree with me that the result of the
sacrifice would have been well worth
the price. The situation this year ap-
pears to me to be exactly the same.
If the fall elections result In a4 man-
ner that the adminlstratlon and con-
gress gre encouraged to further pro-
gregs on the path of Imperialism, then,
unlegs unlooked-for events should In-
tervene, the maln gquestion that will
confront us next year in the presiden-
tial election will be Imperiallem, and
to save the republie from her greatest
danger will require unpleasant sacri-
flees, Such encouragement to the ad-
ministration ghould be withheld at any
cost.
We are In the midst of a crisia In
which every good eitizen should regard
It as his highest duty to make the
least Important subservient to the most
important, acting to his knowiedge and
consclence, and not permit himself to
be governed simply by party consld-
erations.

60V, MOUNT WARNS HIS PARTY,

Tells Republicans They Must Take
a Declded Stand Against Trusts.

Marysville, 0,, Ot 31.—"If the next
republiean national conventlion falls to
take a positlve stand agalnst trusts T
fepar Indlana may go democratic at the
next presidentlal election.”

This statement was made to a Post-
Mepatch correspondent by Indiana‘s
republican governor, J. M. Mount. The
governor was en route from Findlay
to Columbus. By his slde sat Benator
Mark Hunna, who heard this remark,
although It was addressed to the Post-
Dispateh correspondent. Continuing,the
governor aald:

“I am against trusts. My record on
the questlon {a clear. 1 belleve that
thege great aggregations of wealth,
controllin, as they do, the output of
certaln necessaries of life, are o men-
ace to mankind. The capitalists con-
trolling the manufacture and sale of
everyday necessitles should be dealt
with vigorously by the federal author-
itles The trusts which crush home
manufactureras should be choked
to death. If It In not possible
to prevent these obnoxlous combina«
tlons by law, then I would suggest a
more radical remedy which would sure-
ly by the trusts to time. This is what I
mean: Remove the protection from the
articles controlled by trusts, thereby
permitting open competition, and wsee
how qulckly these trusts will come to
thelr menses.

“[ belleve, furthermore, that many of
the great trusta of the country are
over-capitalized, the stock watered,
ete. In view of this fact, it may be
the high-water mark in the formation
of trusts has been reached, then I am
in favor of the most rigid measures to
bring these combinations within the
pale of the federal law."
