Gold Standard Measure to Bu Rush -
ad Through=--Bllls Introduced
In the House.,

Wishington, D. C.—(Special.—The
republican members of the house of
epresgrtutives guve thelr unanimous
approval Lo the house financial bill re-
contly introduesd and recommendesd 118
lmmediate consideration and passage
¥'hls was accomplished at 4 caucus held
in the hull of the houss, by the adop-
von of the following resolution:

At least large
tears are sure to roll down hie cheeks,
He can't help it unless he has been In
the onion business, E. P. Jackson,
known as the “onion king" of South
Water street, can tell such stories and
explain the virtues of onfons In such &
plausible manner that the most decided
protester against the vegetable will
agree with hisn that the onlon s the
Ideal vegetable,

This year, according to Mr, Jackson,
the onlon erop has yvielded nearly dou-
ble over the last few years. The crop
o ffall onions Is coming in each day
and In any of the railroad yards one
can find a car of onlons without hunt-
Ing. Northern Indlana bas Yyleided a
phenomenally large crop and all the
rallroads crogsing this district are kept
lk:msy shipping onlons to the local mar-

et,

The farmer 1= also bringing In his
supply. The mud-covered farm wag-
ons roll Into South Water gtreet at all
hours, and the farmers are glad to get
35 to 40 cents n bushel. Mr. Jackson
says the ralsing of onlons cost them
little or no work and whatever they
bring s nearly all profit. In the big
warchouse at 76 South Water sireet
the floors and rooms are divided Into
districts, The sliver leaf, red globe, yel-
low, common red, Spanish and white
and yellow plekle onlons each have a
different sectlon. The pickle onlon ls
much sought for and orders for this
g’rf.l:le come In faster than they can be

1led.

In the stock yards many of the pack-
ing firms use several carloads each
week In manufacturing sausage while
the dealers In can soup use many.
The hotels, at least the large ones, buy
& carlond of onlons at a time and have
them sent to thelr alr-tight storage
rooms In the hostelries. The manner
of sorting and storing the onlons has
been reduced to sclence. To prevent
thelr “sprouting™ they are stored In
high and dry rooms with plenty of
light and alr.—Chicago News,

THE BLOOD RIED BANNER.

Royal and natlonnl colors vary with
nations and times,but since Caln slew
Abel, blood red has been the sign of
revaolt.

MAY HAVE AN EGRET FARM.

The egret crest, so much prized, may
not bHe so valuable, If the scheme of
an enterprising Arizona man proves
feasible. According to the Yuma Sen-
tinel, a citlzen of that borough pro-
poses to establish an ergret farm. He
thinks he can domesticate the egrets
by clipping their wings, and Intends
to Instell & colony of them on a blg
streteh of marshy land along the river
bottom near Yuma.
