most still, insressiug only €21 out of

the total of 187,803. Buch & large dis-
proportionate incresse in minigters
may be tsken sy an esplanation of
the cause of the present complaint of
an oversupply of ministers in some of
the denominations und the consequent
sufferiog among them.

The increase of 1 per cent ogly in
the membership does not indicate vig-
orous growth, but the circumstauce
that nearly 24,000,000 of the Americas
people are aflilisted with echurehes
suggests that the assaults on the foun-
dations of religion from within the
Church itself have not yet seriously
disturbed the hearty or nominal pop-
ular allegience to it. More than nine-
teen-twentieths of this great total, Loo
is made up of Christian believers, for
the Independent’s table includes only
1,043,500 Jews, and the uggregute mem-
bership of the infdel societies ia very
small,

The greatest proportionate gain in
membership was made by the Con-
gregationulists und the Lisciples of
Clirist, or 3 per cent esch; the Lulber-
ans, 2.6 per cent; the Baptists, 2 per
cent; the Episcopalians, 1.5 per oent;
the Presbyterians, 2.1 per cent; the
Roman Cathoules, six-tenths per cent,
and the Methodists five-tentha per
cent, The United Hrethren lost 7 per
cent, and the Heformed 1.4 per cent.
Of the churches not named in this list
the Reformed Catholics c¢laim 50 per
cent increase, but it was only from &
total of 1,000 in 1898, to 1,500 in 1409,
The Charch of the New Jerusalem, or
Swedenborgians, jucreased 11 per
eent, by adding 860 members and muk-
ing the totul 7,562, The Later lmy
Suints, or Mormons, increased slightly
the presentt otnl being the large num-
ber of 343,000, ‘T'he Unitarians, de-
spite the decline of religious faith,
made no gain, but still claim 75000,
only, and the Universalists actbally
fell off 4.7 per cent.

It is noticesble from the table print-
ed above how greater proportionately
the number of ministers and churehes
is in the Protestant denominations
than in the Roman Catholle. Thin is
indicative of larger Homan Catholk
parishes, and it wiso suggests & great
udvantuge enjoyed by that Church io
making the expenditure of money go
further, For instance, the Methodinn,
with only 5409516 members, have
mare than three times the number of
ministers and four tmes the number
of churches reported by the Roman
Catholies, with 5,446,301; the Baptists,
with four mjllion less membership,
hiave three times the number of min-
isters und more than four times that
of churchies, and the Episcopaliuns,
with only one-twentieth the member-
ship, huve nearly helf sz many minis-
ters and sbout one-eighthh as many
churches.

Of the minor and eccentric denom-
fnations, ure the Christian Scientints,
returning s total of 50,000 members,
being a grain of 14 per cent during the
year; the Spiritualists, with 45040
and no gain, and the Tuoeosophiris
with 3,000 and no galn.
