Bt Louis Street Car Btrikers Unable
to Make Terms.

Bt. Louls.—(Bpecial)—The culmina
tion of the prolonged struggle between
the 8t. Louls Transit company and its
minlature army of employes is not yet
in sight notwithstanding the confer-
ences beld during the past week. To-
day, llke preceding vnea, was devoted
to conferences, but no solution tending
to end the fight has been arrived at.
Shortly after 3 o'clock this afterncon
the union grievance committee and the
Transit company officials agsin met and
continued in session two hours. The
strikers’ committee submitted & counter
proposition to the one handed them by
the rallroad officials last night and
which was rejected by the executive
committee of the rallway men's unlon
at an early hour this morning.

The Transit officials at this after-
noon's conference, in turn, rejected the
counter proposition of its employes, the
hitch resting entirely on a clause which
calis for the complete reinstatement of
all the old men. The rallway oficlals
flatly stated that under no circum-
stances would the men employed by
them to supersede the strikers be dis-
placed. After the adjournment Presi-
dent Whitaker of the Transit company
ntated that his offer was final and thut
it lay altogether with the men wheth-
@r the wsirike was to continue or be
called off.

The grievance committee at once left
for the West End Coliseum, where the
keneral committes of the strikers’ un-
lon and practically all the smployes
were assembled In mass mesting.

The mass meeting at the West End
Coliseum was attended by 3,000 of the
siriking employes of the Transit sys-
tem. After a vigorous discussion of
the railway company’'s proposition it
was rejected by an overwhelming vote.
Resolutlons were then adopted stating
in effect that the fight now on between
the Transit company and its employes
is one for the existence of organized
labor In Bt. Louis and calling upon all
trades unfons and symipathizers with
trades unlonism to suspend labor after
the coming Saturday.
