The convention was opened with
pemyer by Rev. J. K. Harrls, superin-
Wendent of the institute for the blingd
st Nebraska City.

It was 9:30 when the convention wans
agaln called to order and the confer-
e committes made lis first report.
It was submitted by James Manahan,
who had been placed on the commities
to flll the vacancy caused by the neces-
sary departure of Mr. Loomis for his
home. The report provided that the
democrals be given two places, thuse
of treasurer and commissioner of pub-
lic jands &nd buildings. It gave the
leutenant governor to the sliver repub-
Heans, and the popullsts the remalnder
of the state tlcket, dividing the elec-
toral ticket between them in the pro-
postion of three, one and four, It was
further reported that this was the best
that could be done and that the other
committees had steadily declined to al-
low the democruts to have the attor-
ney general and treasurer or even the
attorney general and commissioner. 1t
was further stated that an agreement
had been entered into requiring that
aach conventlon agree on each nomines
and that the convention would not ad-

The report was recelved with cheers,
but the supporters of Oldham Insisted
that it dld not treat him falrly.

LAST OF PEKINILEGATIONS ARE
DESTROYED.

FOREIGNERS ALL KILLED

The Boxers Under Leadership of
Prince Tuan Make a Furlous
and Victorious Attack.

London.—{Bpecial.)—The EBhanghal

the following story regarding the posl-
tion in Pekin emanates from Chinede
official sources:

“The two remalning legations, the
British and Russlan, were attacked in
force on the evening of July 6. Prince
Tuan commanded the center, the right
wing was led by Prince Asal Yin und
the left by Prince Yin Lin. The reserves
were under Prince Tsin Yu.

“The attack began with artillery
fighting, which was severe and lasted
until 7 o'clock In the morning, by which
time both legations were destroyed and
all the foreigners were dead, while the
streets around the legatlon were full of
dead bodies of both foreigners and Chl-
nese.

“Upon hearing of the attack Prince
Chang and General Wang Wen Shao
went with troopa to the assistacne of
the forelgners, but they were outnums-
bered and defeated. Both Prince Ching
and General Wang Wen Shoa were
killed.

“Two foreignera are sald to have es.
caped through the gates, one with a
heavy sword wound in his head.

“Prince Tuan, in celebration of the
victory, distributed 100,000 taels and
huge quantities of rice to the Boxers.”

The Chinese representative in Boerlin
denles the statement that LI Hung
Chang had sent to him a hopeful tele-
gram. He mays, on the contrary, no dl-
rect telegram has been recelved by
him from Li Hung Chang for some
time.

The remaining news i rextricted to
the usual crop of urtrustworthy ru-
mors, the most serious of which, re-
ported by the correspondent of the Ex-
press, I8 to the effect that Europeans
are directing the Chinese military oper-
ations.

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¥ BURNING COAL OIL.

One Hundred FPeople Injured By
Explosion.

Boston, Mass.—(Special )}y the ex-

plosion of an oll tank In Somerville to-

night nearly 100 perdons were more or

reported dead.

Many of the Injured are In the Cam-
bridege, Somerville and Massachusetts
general hospitals, while others were
taken to huuses near the scene of the
exploglon

In the yard of the Boston & Malne
railroad, near the old McLean wsylum,
among more than 1,000 freight cnrs -
ed with coal and general merchandise,
were three oll tanks of the Union (M)
company. When one of the cars
caught fire, about 9:40 o'clock, und
made a blaze that could be seen all over
Bomerville, hundreds of persons Hocked
to the yards. They climbed upon the
frelght cars that were suppo=ed to be
out of danger and sought the polnta of
vantage In all kinds of places to see
the fire.

The Bomerville firemen arrived vorw
promptly, but had (o carry hose thro
all kinds of places, while the fire burn-
ed bLriskly and the crowd rew cloger
and closer.

It 18 estimated that svon aftér the
fire started fully 1,000 persons were In
the frelght yards and scores of the most

Sudednly there was a rumbling nolse.
One great sheel of flame shot into the
air and a huge oll tank, which had
been on & car, wentl up on end, scat-
tering blazing oll In all directions. The
huge tunk of oll, one of three on as
many cnre, had explodod.

The burning oll fell upon men, women
and children in the throng, who shriek.
ed with pain and terror. Six men on
top of one box car were thrown to the
ground, with their clothing on fre.

Men and women, with their garmente
burnlg, ran about the yard in terror
Some were sao badly burned that they
dropped.  Those who were not on fre
Helped them and were themselves badly
burned.
