Acquirements That Contributed To-
ward *accese of Louis Agassis,

It does not appear that Louls Agaws-
slz, the great naturalist, had as a child
wny precocieus predilection for study,
but his love of natural history showad
itself almost from infancy. In “Life
and Correspondence of Agnssiz," by
Eilzabeth Cary Agassiz, his childish
dinnsements are described.  When a
very little feliow he Lad, besides his
collection of fishes, all sorts of pets:
birds, feld-mice, hares, rabbits and
puines pigs, whose fumlilies he reared
with the greatest cire. Gulded by his
knowledge of the hnunts and habits of
fishes, he and Lis brother Auguste be
came the most adroit of young fisher-
men, using processes all their own, and
quite lndependent of hook, line or net.

Thelr bunting grounds were the
holes and crevises benedth the stones
or In the water-washed walls of the
Inke whiore. No such shelter was safe
from thelr curious fAngers. and they ne-
fuired such dexterity that when bath-
Ing they could selze the fish even In
the open water, attracting them by lt-
tle arts to which the fish submitted as
to a kind of fascination.

EUROPE'S HIGHEST RAILWAY.

Roadbed and Track s Fantastic Play
of Turne und Loops,

The Albla-Engadine line, opetied for
truflic recently in Switzerlund, 18 de
seriledl by Emil BHueker, In Page's
magazine, ux the highest in Europe

The line traverses sconery of great
beauty, By turns and loops and by
the steepest gradient the trock leads
now above aml below the highway,
through the Bergunsteln, famous for
its gollles and rocks, to Bergun, 4,500
fovt

Abruptly emerging from rocky de
files, the train puasses Bergun, sur
rounded by the glaint Albula Dolo
mites, Piz Bugnux, Plz d'Aela and the
Albulahorn.  Dhiring the last part og
the pan rama the rallway follows the
slopes  of the mountalns. Between
Muot and Noaz purts of the rallway
may be seen above, below and on each
side, with s clinin of vinducts, gul
leries and Lridges.

1™, simost Lmpossible to follow the
convolutions of the line as hy three-
fold turus and ioops It passes through
tunnels suggestive of the St. Gothard
and the Brenner Rallways,  After as-
cending more than L3 feet the line
reaches the entrance (o the malo tun-
nel at 'reda.
