sentative Elliott Lowe, for alleged
ponspiracy to hrine a Usited Suites
Senator: Postmaster Jobin S, Miteh-
ell of Algnn, Neby,, charging him with
ilegnl sale of postaze stamps: Will-
fom M, Irwln., on a charpe of acting
a8 agent for Mitchell, and againsy It
M. Allen, president of the Siaudurd
Cattle company for the alleged illogal
fencing of government lands.

The other indictments were similar
to that against Allen. but do pot jo-
volve extensive tracts of land. The
juty reported it had further matters
under eonsideration,

The statute under which the in-
dictments agatnst Senator Digtrich
isdrawn provides o pontliyof 1,000
tine and requires the return of all
money paid by the government un-
der the eontract in efseof convietion,
Tihe penalty for britery, with which
Elfiott Lowe is eHarged provides a
Iiavy Hpe and lmprisonment ot 1o
exceed ten years. The penalty for
embrzalement, which chiirge is placcd

ag+inst General Culby, Is either line
ot imprisonment, at the direction of
Lhe ‘court.

The lodictments agalnst Senator
Pletrieh and Representative Lowe
are ln addition to those returned

The Iodictment dgainst Former
Representative Lowe charges bim
with alleged eonspiracy 1o bribe a
United States senator, Two counts,
pach of 8300, are named in the bill
1t is charced that these accounts
were paid to Lose by Dostmaster
John . Mitchell in copsideration of
Lowe's endorsement of Mitelell's
candidacy toSenator Dietrich for the
appointment as postmaster at Alma,

Gen. Leonurd W, Colby was indict-
ed for the alleged embezzlemont of
3 mounts aggregating 5,000 of gov-
erpment funds, paltd to him In trust
by the state of Nebraska snd others
for equipment, belonging to the Uni-
ted States army. The bLill eharges
that while adjutant general of Neb-
raska Gieneral Colby  turned over to
the state penitentiary during Jan-
uarv, 1901, 700 United States army
blankets to be used in an emergency
eansed by a fire In that fpstituiiong
that the stiute legisiature appropria=
ted §2,080 to reimburse the governs=
ment, for these blankets, the amount
belug torned over to Colby to he
paid to the government; that tne
amount was never pald into the Unl-
ten States treasury nor turned back
frto the state treasury when Colby's
term as adjutant geoeral expired.
