Thinning Peaches Paym,

Not every grower apprecintes the
lmportnnes of thinning
there can be po question of the neees
sity of the practice, If hest resiglis gre
1o be secured.  The Michigan Fxpert-
ment Station reports  the  following
concerning this matter:

“A thinning test was  started o
1003, to et over a pethnd of tliree
Years, Of one lot, one tree was thin-
ned to K inches:; one was thinned to 4
or O Inches, and one tree was left un-
thinned. (O the other varletles, one
tree was thinned to 8 Inches nnd one
tree left unthinoed. It was noted st
the end of the st seakon's test that
all trees severely thinned were muoch
thriftler, #nd their  follage much
henithier, und did not fall from the
treex ag early in the season as on un-
thinned trees; that peaches from the
thinned trees sold for veurly double
as mich ns thoke from anthinned
trees, The varieties clioken for the test
happened to rpen at o time when
there was a good demand, otherwise
peaches from unthinned trees wonld
have been unsalable.  From a com-
mercinl standpolut the benefit from
heavy thinnlug was very apparent.”

Little Profit in Cooking Feed,
