Juurez goon took up arms ard eivil war fol-
lowed, In 1805 Maximllign proclaimed all those
in arms to be outlaws—a faet that probably sealed
his fate when tried for his lfe,

In the menntime, the Unlted States, In the
throes of the CIviE war, hnd refused 1o recogntae
Maximilan, With the elose of the Civil war tae
United States government found Itself In posses-
slon of the strongest milltary foree that the world
Bad @ver seen,  Thereupon Gen. Philip 1L Sheridan
appeared at the Mexiean border with an lnpressive
force aud the United States government said (n
effect 1o Napoleon HI of Franee: -

“You are violating the Monre Doctrine, Get
your French troops out of Mexico forthwith and
take Maximilinn with them !

Nuapoleon had no cholee hut to do exactly ns the
Unltedl  States  government  eomsmanded, Ile
warned Maoaximilian that he must withdeaw the
French troops from Mexleo,  Maximilinn declined
to ahddleate.  Carlotta saw that they were logt with
out French support and fled to Europe to appea)
to Nuapoleon,

The Iast of the French troops withdrew from
Mexleo In 18607, Juarez promptly besieged Anxl-
millan In Queretaro,  Muay 14 Maximillan was eape
tured, the night hefore he had fixed npon for es-
cape,  He wag trled by o counell of war, eon.
demned to death and June 10 faced o feing squid
on the HI of the Dells,  He gove each of the five
solidiers n gold pleee and asked them to alm well,
e died like a brave man and o gentleman,
