written a warm letter, asserting that
when John Smith, the wireman was
brovght from the ruing the surgeons
from rival hospitals, whom he terms
Y“loodihirsty  butchers,” fought for
the body nnd almost upset the stretoh-
er. But f ‘s delay he thinks
Smith's life . € have been saved.
He died on his way to the hospital.

Contructors Parker and Sillick were
arraigned Lefore Coroner Fitzpatrick
and oach held in 85,000 bail on the
charge of causing the death of John
urke, the mon who was first todic as
thie result of infurles foceivaed,

When Coronor Fitzpatrick arvived to
look after the dead he sald that as &
practienl bullder it was his opinlon
that the collapse was ecnused by the
sandy nature of the land on which the
structure had boen set.  There were
others who said that the building  had
been originally Intended to be only
seven stories ligh and the eighth
story, when added, had been 100
heavy for the iron work. The builder
denicd this without being able to form
any lden to the canse of the
colinpse.

The bodies of two more victims were
found in the ruinsg shortly before
noon. One was identified as that of
Michael Fiyan.  His body was drawn
from beneath o mass of wreckage on
the first floor.  The other body was
unidentilled. This was fouod bencath
the first floor.

So long as the
subseribers 1o the bonds abroad only
had interest bearing serip in their pos-
session  cplling for the delivery of
bonds by Aupgust ¥ the syndicate was
in control of the situation, as holders
of scrip could only sell contracts to de-
liver the bonds when reloeased by the
syndicate managers in London,

The revurn of 210,000,000 of the bonds
of this country, of one-third of the en-
tire amount placed abroad within a
week following the actual delivery of
the bonds Iin London, is startling.
Every bond which s sold here by a for-
eign holder must be paid for either in
gold or a bill of exchange, and the dif-
ficulty of controlling the foreign ex-
change market so as to preveat exten-
slve exports of gold is correspondingly
intensitied.

The banks throughout the eountry
hove Importuned their New York cor-
respondents to ablain lots of §50,000,
100,000 and 8150000 of the bonds. The
New York market being barce of the
bonds, they could only be oblained in
London,
