with the women, and enfranchisement
teems to be as anxionsly demanded by
tbhem ae it Is by their wives,

In this conmection, Richard Davey,
in an article on the “Present Condition
of Women in Turkey,” presents some
interesting phases on the life of Turk-
ish women of to-day. “A Turkish lady,
who speaks English perfectly and who
in, besldes, an excellent musiclan, re-
cently said that her condition and that
of other women of her race was daily
becoming more Intolerable. ‘I= it not
terrible to think,’ she sald, ‘that 1, who
Am so passionately fond of musle and
whom my husband would only be too
bhappy to pleasge in everything, should
be forbidden at the risk of my life to
g0 to a theater or concert: that I am
forever forbidden to go outside of the
Ottoman Empire, and that any inter-
change of Ideas is an Impossibllity to
me with the women among whom 1 am
condemned to pass my life? The more
education & Mussulman woman ac-
quires the more unendurable her fate
becomes, and it will grow daily worse,
until the day upon which we shall ob-
tain our complele emancipation.

““But belleve me when 1 say that the
day is not far distant when my dream

will be realized. Turkish women are |

wery Intelligent—Iin fact, more so than
thelr husbands—and n spirit is growing
up among us which is getting gtronger
dally. Only a short time ago the Sul-
tan ordered ug to wear a vell which is
out of fashion to-day, the yashmak,
during Ramadan. We obeyed him for
three daye, but on the fourth day all
the women of Constantinople without
a single exception refusged to wear the
yashmak, and since then His Majesty
hae desisted In interfering in any de-
tailg of our toilets,

“It I8 noteworthy that since the
Turkish men have mingled so freely
!fm A Dnew

t touches
their vanity that they are forbidden to
show off their wives, who, it ls ac-
knowledged, are posseseed of the most
beautiful eyes and are owners of more
precious fewelry than any of the most
fashionable women of the diplomatic
corpe. Omne of the ridiculous laws of
the land is that which forbids a hus-
band to ge Into a shop with his wife on
hig arm, but obliges him to walk twelve
eteps behind her.'"™

There iz a law which forblds a Turk-
Ish woman to divorce herself without
her husband’s consent, But the authori-
tiee affirm that this law does not pre-
vent divorees from being even more
frequent in Turkey than in the United
Elatee.

Ferhaps the reason why the men of
Turkey are not relucant that their
wives ghould complain of the matri-
monial rules lald down for them by tha
Frophet Is easily explunined by the faet
that no matter how agreeable the pos-
sesglon of four legitimute wives may
be, they impose cares and expenses on
the busband which are often beyond his
meane of gratification. The Koren ex-
®wele that the husband shall treat his
four wives with absolute equality: and
the Turkish husband ls ebliged o offer
to &ll his wives the presents which one
among them has demanded,

without giviog back te the repudigied
wife her dol to the laet plastre, and is
not at liberty to deduct the mouey
which the maintenance of the harem
and an enormous number of gluves and
servante has coet him. So that i ie
quite gpparent why the Mahometan
Lusbende themselves are willing to be
deposed of Lheir rights of polygamy and
will do all they can to secure the eman-
¢ipation of thelr women.

TELECRAPHINC WITHOUT WIRES

Fooh & Thing Will Be FPossible by the
Al of & New Invention.
Heretofore 1t has seemed wonderful
enough that we shonld be able to al-
'most  Instantaneously transmit mes-

use of wires; but in England a method
| hag been succesefully employed which
| makea il possibie 1o dispense with the

|I'l'l| miles apart. The process Is at-
tracting widespread attention, and the
English operators of the line are re-
‘eelving much eredit for thelr genulty
in deviging It. It is not, however, an
Engligh Idea, bhut one which was born in
the brain of an American sclentist and
! iInventor, Professor John Trowbridge of
| Harvard., Some vears ago he stated
that, theoretically, It would be possible
| to send telegraphic messages ncross the
| Atlantie without a eable. His plan was
| 16 have powerful dynamos placed al
some point in Nova Scotin for the gen-
eration of the electricity. One end of
the wire recelving the fluld thus gener-
ated would be grounded near the dy-
namos, and the other #nd would be
grounded in Florida, the earth complet-
ing the circeuit., The wire would be of
great conductibility and ecarefully in-
sulated from the earth except at the
two peints of contact., After grounding
the ends of the wire, the next step
would be to find on the coast of France,
or some olher convenlent place, two
points of land of a different potentiality
| from this country, that is, not chargead
with the same amount of electricity.
| The electrie fluld sent into the earth
from the wire on this side of the ocean
| would, under the laws of electrical ac-
tivity, manifeat Itselfl at the points in
France, and telegraph slgnals could be
| trensferred to the ear by means of a
low resistance dselephone whose wires
'would be run into the earth at the
| points there. By this method the earth
| playe the part of the wire used in or-
| dinary telegraphing. The plan I8 al-
| most fdentical with that employed in
| England. Its advantage s, of course,
that it obvistes the necessity of laylng
!cahles under great bodles of water,

Pratt, directed to her husband
The official court interpreter was sent
for and he proceeded to deciplier the
letter, He got throngh {t very well
with occasionnl wild guesses, until he
thme Lo the ¢nd, and there, in a post
seript, he saw the worda: “Baby s
quite well.,” This nonplussed him, un-
til he remembered that “well” meant
a hole in the ground for providing wa-
ter. In n second the whole thing
fiashed through his mind, and he trem=
bled with excitement as he ran to the
Judge and told him he had captured a
letter which gave the whole thing
awiy. "The gold brick Is in the well
at Pratt’s house,” he told the judge.
That official, overjoyed with the news,
gave orders that Pratt, Garrett and
Riveroll should be placed in wsolitary
confinement, and that visitors should
vot be allowed to pee them under any
circumstances. Then a foroe of sol-
diers were sent to Pratt's house with
orders to pump the well dry and get
the brick. The greatest haste was am-
ployed and within a few hours the well
was pumped dry, and the search began
for the bar, Nothing was found, and
then the leutenant in charge of the
squad procured shovela and made the
soldiers dig at the bottom of the well
for three or four boure. But still noth-
