SBECRETARY OLNEY'S NOTE TO
GREAT BRITAIN.

—

The Venernslan Matter Fehanatively Tis-
ensked=—The Maonroe Dacirine So Clear-
Iy Expounded thut There Uan e Nn
Misnnderstanding  of America’s Posi-
tHon-—<When the Dacunment Was Malled.

Mr. Olney to Mr, Rall

New Yomrg, Oct. 26 —A special to
the Herald from Washington says
thae additional particulars have just
been ascortained concerning the con-
tenis of Becrelary Olney's note to
Great Hritaln on the Vonezuelon mat-
ter. It is & communlieation of about
8,000 words and contalos u full review
of the efforts which the United States
has repeantedly made to secure a sot-
tlement of the long stunding dispute
between Ureat Britain and Venezuela,
It describes the history of the Monroe
doctrine; points out the applicability
of this doctrine to the boundary dis-
pute, and then declares the principle,
which i% the vital purt of the note and
the great, principle for which the
United BStates is now econtending—
namely, that no Furopean power shall
eninrge s territorial dominion on the
American continent by means of force,

From this basis Seeretary Olney pro-
ceedls 10 declare that arbitration is
obviously the only just method by
whivh Gireat Britain can hope to reach
o settiement of her dispute with Ven-
ezneln. Such arbitration, he says, the
United States is now, as formeily,
willing to promote and facihitate. DBat
he is as emphatic as langoage permits
in the declaration that any attempt to
retich & settlement of the contention
by meann of foree would be regavded
ns wp act unfriendly o tue United
Slates

Secretary Olney is careful to point
oul in this note that the United States
has no upinion 1o offer concerning the
merits of Great Brituin's dispute with
Venczuela, So far as the United
States kpnows, either party to the con-
tention mway be in the right Buat he
reviews the history of the territorial
misunderatanding between Venezuela
on the one side aond Grest Britain
un  the other in order to show
most conclusively that doubts do
exist as  to the right of cither
disputant; that Great Britain has
at various thmes hersalf admitted the
existenos of the doubt,avising through
a series of complications; imperfect
descriptions and  indefinite treaties,
He extablishes, as it appears, beyond
contravention, that the dispute s of
thut character where no ubsolute right
nor cloarness of title exists with either
purty, and that the quarrel is essen-
tinlly one of those misunderstandings
belween nations which, by innumwern-
ble international preccdents, are pro-
perly to be adjusted by means of nr-
Litrution,

Having thus effectually estopped
any possible plea that the territory in
question is indisputably English soil
and therefore coming within that rule
that ne nation can submit to arbitra-
tion asto title toits own territory,
secretary Oloey agnin declares that
thronglh the Monroe docirine, the
Upited States has o right to a volee in
the settlement of this mutter, und that
his vuice is raised 1o nrge that the dis-
pute v settied by arbitsation

The Becretary Lukens the ground that
arbitration may confirm Great Dirit-
ain's forisdic 1 the disputeq
territory. If this should be the find-
ing of Lhe telbunnl, the United States
would henceforth respect that  de-
eision: but, he holds. that until Great
Britain's title shall have been passed

upin by suel tribunsl, the United
States is ond will contione to be a
party to the question.

Ten or eleven weeks have now

elnpsed sinee this important commun i
cation was placed in the hands of the
Britich government, and no other re-
soonse bhas beco received than a formal
acknowledgemoent, The officials would
very much like to have a reply before
Congress convenes, but they are by no
means sanzuine thnt their wishes will
be complivd with, In pny ease, the
probabilities are that the President
will officially make known the con-
tents uf Necretary Olney's pote in his
wunoal message.

Diplomatic eirclesare growing some-
what skeptical respecting the cors
rectoness of the London dispatches
which announces that the ultimatum
has been sent by Lord Salisbury to
Venezusla. It is shown in the case
in point that, althongh the arrest of
colonial offfcers at '{Jl'uuu occurred
in November last, no official cogni-
zance of the matter was taken by
Great Baitain until recenily., Under
these circumstances the probability
of an ultimatom being suddenly
sprung is serionsly doubted, though it
is not questioned that Lord Salisbury
has sent a communieation to the
Caracas government direcking thelr
allention to the arrest of Sergeant
Behrens and asking for an explann-
tion. If the Venezuelan expinnation
should not be satisfactory, then, it is
said, Great Dritain might, with pro-
pricty, respond with an ultimatum.

Great
Britnin does noy seem 1o onve very
muech for our opinion or onr wishes
and we must maintain our own Jdig-

rescorces and indomitable thrift of
the people of the United States.

It seems to me the thought may be
snggested ns not inappropriste to this
oceasion, that what we see about us is
nn outgrowth of nnother exposition in-
augnrated on American soll more than
“a century ago, when u new nation was
exhibited to the clvilized world, gunr-
anteed and protected by a constitution
which wasordained and estublished by
the people of the United States, with
the declared purpose of promoting
their gederal welfnre and securing the
blessings of liberty to themselves und
thelr posterity,

“The success which has attended
the exposition of prodoets and manu-
facturers Is not altogether due to the
quality of the soil or charaeter of the
people in any of the contributiog
states, but it rests largely npon the
fact that these slates are members of
a  beneficiently  governed nation,
whose puturnl resources and advants
vverywhere hbave  been  de-
velopedd and  improved by the
influence of free institutions, and
whose people bave been stimulated
snd encournged by the blessings of
personal liberty., A contemplation of
the benelits vouchsafed to us by our
government sasily reminds us of the
importunce of a hearty and united
co-operation in their support and pro-
tection, We should lovingly watch
und guard it, not ouly beeause we are
recipients of its precious gifts, but for
its own sake, nnd becanse it hns been
put into our hunds in sacred keeping,
to prove to the world that man can be
trusted with self government,

“We shall walk in the path of patri-
otie daty, If remembering that our
free institutions were established to
promote the general welfare, westrive
for those things which benefit all our
people, and each of ns ls conteut to
receive from o common fund his share
of the prosperity thus contributed,
We shull miss our duty and forfeit our
heritage if, in narrow pelfisShness, we
are haedless of the genernl welfare
and struggle to wrest from the Gov-
ernment  private advantages which
can only be guined at the exponse of
our fellow countrymen.

“I hope 1 muy therefore be per-
mitted in conclarion to suggest, as a
most important lesson taught by this
oceasion, the absolute necessity to our
national henlth and welfare, and con-
sequently o our individual happiness
us citizens of a careful diserimination
in our support of policies and in onr
ndvooncy of politicul dootrines be:
tween thuse which prompt the
promotion of the public welfare
and  those which seem to simply
serve selfish interests. If we are
to enjoy the blessings our government
was framed Lo falrly and justly bestosw,
wa shull secure them in dueo time, by
caltivating a spirit of broud American
brotherhool and losisting upon such
conduct os will, within the spirit of
the gulden roale, promote the general
welfure.”

The Government's Responsibility for the
Dollvery of Postal Mattor.

Adams of the Federal Court made a
tuling here yosterday in regard to (he
Government's jurisdietion over postal
matter that is of much importance.
Chnrles Dorton, & negro employed by
Warden Pace at the penitentiary o do
odd jobs and earry tE: United States
muil to und from the prison, was in- -
dioted for rifling lotters of valunbles,
such as money, postal notes, stamps,
cte,  After testimony for the Govern-
ment had been introduesd, the attor-
neys for the negro demurred on the
ground that Dorton was an agent and
ns the government delivered the let-
ters into his hands its jurisdiction
ended, in other words that after an
agent has received mail property, the
government eannot follow hm up and
see that it is delivered to the persom
addressed. The court sustained this
demurrer and the negro was dis
charged. This is an entirely new rul-
ing In this division of the Federal
courts, although not without prece-
dent elsewhere.
