WASHIRGTON, Dee. Y0.—As %00n as
the Senato journal had been read and
approved the clerk of the House an-
nounced the passage by the Hounse of
thie bill appropriating $100,000 for the
expenses of the commission to investi-
gate the boundary between British
Guiana and Venegzueln, which was
recommended by the Presideat and
the Vide President immedistely laid it
before the senate,

Mr. Sherman moved its refersnce to
the committee on forrign relations,
but in the absence of Mr. Morgan,
chuirman of the forelgn relations
committes, Mr. Cockrell requested Mr,
Sherman to withdraw his motion nntil
the arrival of the senator from Aln-
bamu. This was done.

Cleveland's message, and
more particularly Mr. Olney's note to
the Hritish prime minister, placed the
Monroe doetrine in a ¢lc.r, snbstantial
and unequivocal light before the
world, and any action congress might
tnke inaffirming it, whethier by the
pessage of the hounse bill, amended or
unamended, 18 could not be mistaken.

Mr. M rgan congratulated the conn-
ry that the eonsummation had bLeen
reached,  He said he was ingapable of
expressing the gratitnde he felt over
this ¢lvar cut and detinite envaciation
ul an Awericun doctrine fonnded on
love and reverence for Americnn ideas
of government awd rooted and
groanded in the spirit of the American
institntions It was a conclusion com-
porting with the aignity of the United
Btates us a government and the pres-
tige of the people us s nation. At last
W great Awmeriean  doetrine Hxed
ubadlntely  1he attitude of the
United States and warned the world
that it would be malntained and en-
forced. After roadiag extracis from
Secretory Olney's dispatehes, he said
thut tne Secretary’s conclusions were
in harmony with his own views. This
waus an American doctrine, such ns the
Seeretary of State formulated and one
which when it became applicable in &
materinl way to a
Western hemisphere, it behooved all
Lo sunport.

THE MESSAGE APPHOVED,

It Cronted n Great Sensation In Washing-
Lon,

Wasmxoron, Dee. 19, —The message
of President Cleveland to Congress
trafismitting the correspondence be-
tween Seeretary Olney and Lord Salis
bury relative to the Venezuelan
boundary dispute created n real sensa-
tion in Washington, Nowhers was
there a volee lifted in dlasent from the
doctrine so firmly laid down Ly the
President, but on the contrary there
was an ontburst of patriotic feeling
that must have been highly gratifying
to the ehief execntive,

On the streets, the message was dls-
cussed and old veterans of the late
war talked exultingly of what they
were prepared again to undertake at
the call of their conntry.

In the great hall of the pension
building, the employes gathered and
sang with great gusto the ‘‘Star
Spangled Banner,” and “My Country,
"Tis of Thee."

At the White Iouse messnges poured
in from every quarter of the country,
congratulating the President npon his
message. They came from men of all
parties and station,

The matter, of course, wans of tha
greatost interest in diplomatie ofreles,
and the geneval impression, on nsober
second consideration of the notes, was
that the matter has not reached a
stage where war is imminent, and
that the hint of Great Britain's pur-
pose to reopen negotintions with Ven-
eznelmn, looking to settlement of the
dispute between themselves, perhaps
may be regarded as the indiestion of
how the whole matter will end.

Minister Andrade of Venezuela
secured a copy of the message early in
the day, an’ cabled it, by way of
Cubn and Hayti to his government.
The time of transmission is eight
hours, and it is felt that its reception
at Caracas will De the signal for an
enthusiastiec demonstsation, Mr. An-
drade’s satisfaction was almost be-
yond the power of expression. *“The
message is superb,” he said with much
eénthusinsm. 1t 1s even a surprive to
me in its vigor, in the nobility of the
sentiments expressed, and in the mas-
terly exposition of the Monroe doc-
trine. Uhere ean be no doubt or mis-
construetion of its meaning. In my
country il can not but arouse the
keenest uppreciation on the part of
the government and the people for
Liis powerful expression of friendship
from s strong country in bebalf of &
comparatively weak one,”
