Spolling Potatoes,

In n bulletin issued by Prof, Snyder
of the Minuesotn State Agriculiural
college he makes a point of interest to
the honsewife. lle shows that where
potatoes nre peeled and started to boil-
ing in cold water there is u loss of %0
per cent of the total albumen, and
where they ure not pecled nnd sturted
in hot water this loss is reduced to 2
per cent. A bushel of potatoes wejgh-
ing sixty pounds, containing abouttwo
pounids of total nitrogenous componnds
when properly cooked onc-half pound
is lost, containing six-tenths of o
pound of the most valoable proteids
It requires all of the protein from
uearly two pounds of round beefsteak
to replace the ioss of protein from im-
