Everything
fn the earth 18 made
up of about 65 kinds
ot matter, but 80 to
85 per cent of the
mags of organic
matter is composed
of four only, ocar-
bon, oxygen, hydrogen and nitrogen.
Adding silloon, aluminium and ealeinm,
the poven will make up almost all of the
mass of the world., In addition we have
the various metals, which are of such
value in the arts, and poiassium, phos-
phorus and sulphur, which are esseun-
tial for all animal and vegetable Lfe,
In plants we find but thirteon forma
of matter, Including sndium, mugnes:

ium and chlovine in addition to 111“-'-"‘

named above,

The first fonr come almost entirely
from the alr, while the nine mineral
stibgtances all come from the soil. Not
all are of equal value, ag many are o
great abundance, while others are rare.
Silicon is abundant in plants, but s
the baga of sand, and with alomininm,
which Y& nat found In  agrieultural
planuts, and Is common in elay, makes
up the groat mass of our solls. They
form the framework of our soils, and
are nearly, i not quite, saluble, They
hold the lime, magnesia, potassium,
phosphorus and snlphor, which are
moere soluble, and enter the plant in
solution in water, These lagt eannol
be dlgpensged with, as no plant ean grow
without them

Upon Thuraday morning Dr, Kedzle
gove a talk uwpon “Eoil Exhaustion.”
In the early days the valleys of the
Mohawk and the James were thought to
be inexhaustible, but after cropping for
a numbet of vears the yield obtained
was gosmall that the erop was not prof-
ftallle, and when that condition was
reached they were exhaustod, Thern
are two causes for soll exhnustion: (1)
nnsultable physical conditions, such as
too wet or too dry, too loose or too com-
pact, so that they are not In condition
to grow crops, and (2) when plant food
fg lacking. The soil s not a mine to
he worked out, 1t must be cuitivated
with reference to Its continued fertility;
anytlhing else is roabbery. All soils have
a supply of reserve matter in an in-
soluble form that will be graduzally
drafted Into service. Polash {8 de-
rived from the decomposition of the
mineral Ingredients of the goll. Feld-
spar,one of the constituents of granite,
contains over 18 per cent. of potash,
and as It weathers It decomposes and
produces clay, setting free a  large
amount of potash, of which 13.86 per
cent. Is avallable as plant food. The
greptest danger is from the exhaustion
of the soil nitrogen. While It exists
in lmmense quantitiea in the air, It I8
in A free stato—ipn that form it is of no
value to most crope. As a rule about

RY pounds of combined nitrogen per |

nere are annunlly brought down in rain
or snow, but this Is insufMelent for farm
crope. The humus of the soll, as a re-
sult_of nitrifcation, ylelds up a large
amount of combined nitrogen. Nitrutes
are #aslly washed out of the soll, but
it can be largely prevented If some crop
t# kept upon the land, as winter rye,
which will take it up. Fallow land
devglops nitrogen, bul & large amount
i& washed away.

Ha donsldered barn-yard manure as the

{. material for use az a fertilizer,
a:.qi the pivot of successful farming., By
wosne of charts, the loss of the ma-
ﬂ-'-::ll elements when it is exposed to
the weather was shown, When kept
for & year under the eaves of a barn,
wore than four-fifths of the ammonia
and pearly as much of the potash was
jost. . In the open alr, but away from
the eaves, the loss was slightly less,
but was more than two-thirds for the
nbove elements, Only about one-fourth
of the phosphoric ackil was lost under
elther condition,

| there this fall, nud saw them irrigating
a cabbage field They were running
the water between BVery 1wo  rows,
¢ach row belng forty rods long. The
water must hove been gix to elght
Inches in depth. They hnd watered

that fleld from one to three times, and
they said that was enongh. They sald
{In & genernl way that there was no
doubt but that their crop was at least
tdouble that of last year. They nsed so
much water gach time that the ground
Wwas too soft to walk on. One could not
8tep on It without sinking down some
distance, The water ran between (he
rows, which were rounded up pretty
well. They seemed to retuin the molst-
ure for & long time,
