Hellotrope Terfume.

A delleate odor, hellotrope, i ob-
tained in small quantities from the he-
lotrope hedges of the Riviera by the
process of maceralion—a quantity of
very purn lard being placed in a rop-
per vessel with the flowers and inelted
nver a slow fMire. The flowers are then
stralned away, a process repeated till
the fat s sufMclently flower scented,
when the liguid fat is poured through
a sleve, and the greasy flower paste
subjected to hydraulle pressure. Since
hellotrope blossoms must be used as
soon as they are gathered, and the
melted grease carefully kept at the low-
est temperature that will malotain it
In the liquid state, the perfumer nc-
cepls as a substituie hellotropine, the
white light erystalline powder obtalned
from the ground pepper. Even if these
difficulties of manufacture were avolid-
ed by the nyrogene or enfleurage sys-
tem, pure hellotrope essence could nev-
er become & popular perfume. Heat In-
Jures It, The cirect action of sunlight
destroys it. Artifice replaces It with a
mixture of the spirituous extracts of
vanilla, ambergris, rose and orange
flower, to which are added a few drops
of essential oil of almonds.—Chambers'
Journal.

THIILLING EXPERIENCE
CAPTAIN AND CREW.

OF

The ¥alls Were Frosen Holld — After
Furty Days of
Henely Danger of lNelng Crushed to
Meves the Vessol Heaches Lia Dot
nallon,

Imprlionment aod

. HE bark Fluorine,
‘Japtaln Jangen, the
second of the kryo-
lite fleat from
Greenland, arrived
at Phlladelphia the
other day, bringing
to a close the mostl
memorable and
thrilling voyage
ever within the
, recollection of her
old skipper, who has spent almost a
Iifetime in the Arctle reglons, Thia
vessel was less fortunate than her slster
ghip, the lodine, which reached Phila-
delphia on Sunday, and was, for n
period of thirty daya, held captive in
tremendous ice floes which are swiftly
aweeping southward from the northorn
regions. Those forty days of Impris-
mnment were Umes of most Intenze
anxiety for Captain Jansen and lis
erew. They kunew not at what moment
thelr wvessel would be crushed to
atoms and nothing wounld then have
been left for them to do but lie down
on the lce and awalt death, No efforts
could have been made to reach land.
The vessel was miles from the const
and the lce obstruction that surrounded
them was of such formation as would
have rendered thelr travellng over It
Impossible,
The Fluorine brings no tidings of
any of other ships of the fleet except
the Salina, and the Impresaion among
many shipping men ls that they have
become inextricably fast in the north-
ern ice and may perhaps have to spend
the coming winter In that perilous po-
gitlon, The Argenta, Captain Smith,
left Cadiz May 26; the Silicon, Captain
Andersen, left Havana April 29, and
the Serene, Captain Houghton, made
gail from Stockholm June 5, all for
Ivigtut, Greenland, but none had
reached there up to June 24, Nor
had any tldings from them been bad.
The Argenta and Serene were hardly
due at that time, but the whereabouts
of the Silicon is the cause of much
alarm. The Fluorine left Exmoth,
England, April 6 for Greenland. When
twenty days out the first lce was met
and from then until the time Ivigtut
was reached, June 14, her struggle was
a desperate one and many times the
attempt to reach the northern port
seemaed impossible. The cold was in-
tenge and the spray wm was being
dached on beard the el by the
cold, bleak winds froze fast where It
struck until the craft was Incased in
a thick coating of tee. The aalls wore
frozen as stiff as sheet iron and before
they could he bent it was necessary to
hammer them for hours with the cap-
glan Lars. Many of the sailors were
severely frost-bitten, but they stuck
manfully to the taegk,

The Fluorine worked north among
the fce anlong the coast to latitude 64
north and when about abreast of Good-
hope she got around the corner of the
north point of the obstruction and
gteercd down for her destination. For
days she was brought to a complote
atandatil] in the ice. 'The entire coast
of Greenland was found to be walled
up with tremendous floes and bergs,
and the noise of these huge monstera
coming in contact one with the other
resounded for miles and miles, Upon
nearly every one of fifty bergs there
were In gight on one day thers were
innumerable =eals playing about and
basking in the warm rays of the aun.
From the time the entrance to Ivigtut
waa first sighted until the port was
reached it consumed a period of ten
davs to get over a distance of not more
than twenty miles. When the Fluerine
left Ivigtut there were no other ves-
s¢ls In the harboe excepting the Dan-
ish steamship Fox, which could not
venture out on account of the ice,

itudes, the crew of the Fluorine were
gimost prostrated by the past woel's
intense heat,
