this quarter acre of prairie land at the
mouth of the Chicago River.

An eminent ltalian statistician has
been making inguiries into the compa-
rative mortality of the countries of the
world, and he has arrived at some In-
teresting conclusions.

Frince and lreland have reduced thelr
death rate during the last twenty years,
In Ireland It has Increased, and In
France it has remained stationary. In
France, too, the death rate of persons
in the prime of life Is higher than in
most other countries, and shows no
tendency to decrease, In England the
mortality is feeble in childhood and
vouth, relatively strong in the prime
of life and old age, but is gradually
diminishing.
