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CONFISCATE CAPTURED BHIPS

Unless Thoy Knew Not of War, Un-
til After Three Days.

Washington, D. C., April 25.-~The
president tonlght declded, after consuls
tation with Attorney General Griges,
that all Spaniegh vesscels coming into
American ports without knowladge of
war shall be allowed to discharge thelr
cargo and depart in peace. He aleo laid
down the rule that all vesaels now load.
ing for Cubm with ecoal, provisions or
other artlicles of commeree shull be de-
tained by this government. The cargoes
will be returned to the shipg, who can
digspose of them in any way they please
except by selling them to Bpain,

He decided that it would b n brench
of national hoapliality o take advan-
tage of Bpanish shipa which had comae
Into American walters without knowl-
edge of war and trusting to the frivnd-
liness of this country. The rules con-
cerning Spanigh ships entering Ameri-
tan harbors In ignorance of war wiil
apply, however, for only a few Jdavs, &
“reasonable time.'" as Attorney CGeneral
Griges puts i, Vesgels fiving the Bpan-
I=h flag entering American ports after
that reasonable time hns eluapead will
be seized and conflsented

Washington, D. €, April 25 ~Tha

band is awalted with keen interest, 1t
iIs highly desirable that in an emer-
Bency our ships may have the oppot-
tunity to draw upon some of the Brite
Igh coal supply in the West Indles. It
iz belleved tnat Great  Britain will
adopt & middle course. She will prob-
mbly refuse to allow any one of the
wareahips of the combatants to take on
a full supply of coal at an Hritish
point, but probably will allow any
such ship arriving st her port short
of coal to tike on a supply suMclent to
tiike her to the next port, thus ap-
plying the common rule of neutrality,

The decls'on of the British govern-
ment that the SBpanish crulser Audaz,
now under epalrs Wt Quesnstown, carn-
not be detained under the neutrallty
laws I8 not without some beneflt to
the United States, Ingsmuch as we now
have the turpedo boat Somers, just
purchased In Germany, In dock at Fal-

mouth, Engiand, repairing damages
sustained i the pasasge over from

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THE MILITIA IS SNUBBED.

SOLDIERS MUST RESIGN FROM
IT TO ENTER THE ARMY,

War Department will Officer the
Companles---Local Officars Wil
Not be In It--The Navy Gets the
Same Treatment,

Wakhington, D, ', April 25.—A very
great misapprehension has been creat-
ed In reference to the 125000 voluns
teera culled for by the president. The
general supposition is that the different
state governments will be required to
furnish thelr quota of the total nume-
ber, and that the militia forces will be
drawn upon for thal purpose

According to the statement made to
B vorrespondent toduy by Major J, N,
Morrigson, assistant Judge advocate gen-
ertl of the war department, the plan
of organiging the volunteer army will
differ rndically from that pursued when
the volunteers were drawn into servios
for the civil war.

"1 wish you would glve the wilest
publicity to the fuct that the call for
volunteors does not contemplate  the
mustering in of the state militia as

militin orgunizations,” pdd Major Mor-
rison. “The government will at onee
open recrulting offtees in the various
#lites for the enlistment of men in the
valunteer branoh of the United Stutes
army. Men who have had military
training In the patlonal guard  will
nuturally be preferred, but it s not In-
tendest  to limit the enlistment to the
milltia

“Befors a volunteer can be enlisted
he will have to sever hig connection
with the netional guard and the state
militln organigations, [ should say,
would be the safest plice for those who
do not Intend to enlist, 'This s not in-
tended as a reflection on the national
gunrd. These will naturally be glven
preference bocanuse of (helr training,
but not as members of organizations,
The governors of the states will be
neked to nume the reglmental offioers,
but beyond this they will have nothing
to do with the radsing of the troops in
thelr states, the Intention being to make
this exsentially a government soldlery,

dMering only in name from the regu-
lnrs,
The reason for this course I8 ex-

plained by the fact that the volunteers
nre intended for forcign service, and
not “"to repel invasion,” which is essen-

tinlly the only constitutlonsl use to
which the patlonnl guard ean be de-
votod

In the now army bill the army of the
U'nited States I8 divided into the regu-

lnr and volupteer branches, the latter
belng avallable only In case of war.
The 125000 men are o constitate the
volunteer braney, and will be enlisted
exactly under the same circumstances
ng the men In the regulnr army. They
will be nllowed to preserye thelr dens
tity with the states from which they
hall by approprinte nomes, Indloating
thely ovigin, but beyond thla they will
he on the same plane and sublect to

the gsame digcipline as the regulars

The general governmoent will bear
every dollar of expense Involved in
recruiting this branch of the army, and
the legislatures of the states will not
e asked to appropriate anything. The
pian = to rendeavowrs the troope  at
given poinis in each state and forward
them to one of the southern rallying
points w8 soon as the gquotn I8 (full,
With thelr enlistment they Immedintely
pase out of the Jurisdiction of thelr
slate governments,

ficers—the brigadier general, the cap-

Neers. Last night the membiers of the
national guurd In this city wore unani-
mously agreed that they ought to offer
thelr services an an orguaulzation.

Captain Taylor of the Thurston Rifles
WLE anxious o offer his company ine
tact. He felt that It would be unwise
for the members to volunteer at ran-
dom

“I thought,"”" he sald, “that the diM-
culty with regard to the enlistment of
the national guard as an organization
had been overcome. I have not seen
the text of the bill and 1 am surprised
to hear that the members of the militia
will have to resign In order to enlist
in the volunteer army. [ believe that
It will be sadly detrimental to dig-
cvipline and | trust thet the construce
tion placed upon tne mutter by the as-
