The first cattle that were broughi
Into th: Amoeriean colonies were Ianded
nt the James river plantation, I Vis
ginin, In the year 1007. They cnme
from the West Tndies and were the de-
scvudants of the enttle taken to those
lslands by Columbus on hissecond voy-
age, in the year 1403, In 1610 several

eows were landed, and again, In 1611, |

about 100 head more were brought to
the plantation. This, therefore, wos
the ponesis of the catile business in
Amerien,

In order to encournge the industry
to the fullest possible extent an order
was passed forbidding the slanghter n'l
any animal of the bovine kXind ander
penalty of denth.  Under this restrie
Siom the number of cattie inereased to
8000 in Virginin nlone before the end
of the year 1610,

The first catile brought ints the
Ilew England colonies arvivel at
Flymouth in 1824, and were imported
irrm England by Gowarn » Winslow,
Three heifers and o bull made up the
cargo; “in color,” the oid record suys,
“they were black, black and white and
brindie.” In 1024 twelve cows wore
sent to Cape Ann, and in 1690 thirty
more In 1030abont 109 wera imnaorted
“for the exclusive use of the colony of
Massachinsetts bay.” During thesamao
vear 103 were sent from Uolland to
that by the yoanr 1630
thera were a good many hend of
“horued cattle” in  the different col-
onies,

The render uatnrally thinks of those
animals as superb specimens of the
bavine race, but they were not. Hls
tory, that is, the carlous and interest
ing part of history, tells us that the
avelnge woiprht of fat caltle in the
Liverpool markot as late as 1710 was
on'y 470 pounds. What an evolution
in 132 yeurs?
