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Wilson's Challenge to Bryan

The speech of the president in New York,
| made with the glowing fervor of passion atirred
| 1o fighting piteh, in less of an appeal to the
palriotism of the peopls than of a defiance to
thoss within his own party who oppose his poll
eles. He clearly outlines his position on pre-
paredness, already understood, but this time
with & purposs quita distinet. He has been faced
with a situation decldedly embarrassing, the
open opposition of the former secretary of state
and a formidable group of democrats in ithe
congrens making problematic the successful issue
of any measure the president may champlon. It
hae been apparent for many weeks that Mr. Wil
son must negoliate with or openly defy Mr.
Bryan, for the latier holds the balance of power
in the demoeratic party, and his personal post
tlon will serve to determine the fate of any
strietly party measure.

Mr, Wilson Is evidently of the opinlon that
the time has come when he must try his strength
akainst that of his former premier, and his
cholee of issues on which to approach the eoun-
try in made as affording the squarest of cleavage
between them. Mr, Bryan's views on peace are
too well published to admit of doubt as to hia
position. The president in taking the other end
brings the lssue gharply to a focus.

It is fortunate for the country, however, that
the matter of national defense in not a partisan
issus, Republicans are willing to support the
administration in the work of providing for
proper means of protecting the country aguinst
posaible assanlt from any enemy, and this gives
assurance that, without regard to the oulcome
of the Wilson-Bryan struggle for control, de-
tenns of the nation will be provided,

Brandeis on Supreme Benoh.
In naming Louis D. Brandels for the vacancy
on the suprame bench, left by the death of
Justice Lamar, President Wilson has sprung a
surprise almost as complete as did his prede-
gessor when he named Lamar for that high
office. Mr. Brandeis {8 much better known to
the publie, however, than the man he is to sue-
eoed. His netivity in late years has been such
as to bring him prominently into notice. His
legal training has been complote and his mental
equipment, the resuit of long experience in af-
falrs of life, will fit him for the high place to
which he (8 emlled. Mr, Brandels has not been
mueh of a party man in polities, but has been
an ardent partisan of the men and measures he
has espoused. He was mentioned In connection
with the eabinet when Mr. Wilson was coming
into office, but the gossip at that time proved
unfounded. The nomination will llkely be
promptly confirmed by the senats, and a man
whose sympathy is strong with the common
people will take his seat in our highest court.

Secretary Lansing has submitted to Euro-
pean nations for approval a set of rules, formu-
lated for the government of submarine warfare,
or, rather, for the safety of merchantmen at sea’
and exposed to the attack of submarines.

The blockade of frelght on the
sastern coast is mnnoylng, but It Is because of &
shortage of shipping fucilities, and not aserid-
able to any particular kind of freight.
