enjoy the rights of international law,

“"Wo must also inzlst on the rights of
Americans to trade with the world,"” he
continned. "We shall respect any
blockads, but the world needs the prod-
pits of the United States, and wo will
naist that the world geta them."

Mrs. Nina Hickerson, who re-
cently voluntarily left the employ of
the Norfolk hospital as & nurse, tes-
titied that on ons o on Dr Gut-
tery put hisarm around hér on the
stairway, and she struck him in the
stomach with her elbow, She named
oneée woman whom she sald bore an
immoral reputation, and declared
Dr. Guttery told her that he was
warned about this woman by her
own relatives before employing her.
Bhe sald that Dr. Guttery told a
class of women nurses that “most
men lose thelr manhood at 45, but
I'm 63 and just as good as ever.”
She told of a suggestive story which
she paid he told the class.

P. ¥. Garvey, former depuly ocounty

elerk of Hoone county, testified that
when he went to work at the hospital

Dr. Guttery told him, "girls will be
glvie,” apd that he wanted employes to
bave a good time, "“but If you pull off

anything, don't let it get to be a scan-
dal.”

In 181 and 1558 he was returnoed to the
house, and in 156 wag olectad to the sen-
ate and was made president of that
branch of the logislature.

Mr. Watson was a natlve of Missourl,
having Leen born at Bt Louls Beptember
o, 1668, and educated at the University
of Michigan, whers ha was gradustsd In
W After belng admitted to the bar he
located In Nebraska City, and BEs re-
alded thore conthuously since that time.
In 188 he wuas elected district atterney
of the district, including Lancaster, Caas,
Nemaha and Otoe countles, and served
four years, establiching o reputation as
a oriminal lawyer. Mr. Watson d4id not

Accused of Murder of Mrs. Camp-
bell, Details Struggle in the
Rooming House,

Relly M. SBmith, 60-year old de-
fendant, accused of the murder of
Mrs., Frences Campbell, on the wit-
ness stand in his own defense yes-
terday afternoon told the story of
his relations with the woman dur-
ing her lifetime and of a struggle
with her husband, October 31, which
he said, resulted In a bullet being
fired accldentally into her body,
Bmith was a strong witness in his
own behalf, returning direct and
positive answers to questions,
Shortly after the noon recess
Judge Bears admitted In the evi-
dence a few sentences of the death-
bed statement made by Mrs. Camp-
bell, after she had been taken to a
hospital on the night she was shot,
The court ellminated from the state-
ment references to threats, which it sald
Bmith had made to shoot the woman If
she refussd to “run away With him."
The following sentences were allowed to
go into the recoyd: -

“I did not ses him ahoot. [ 414 not
soe the gun before he shot. It waas dark.
I know I am dying,”
