CHINESE REBBLS
ARE BADLY BEATEN

Insurgents Defeated by Government
Troops With Loss of Half
Their Force,

CROSSING OF WALL IS DENIED

WASHINGTON, Feb, 4. —Victories
by Chinese government troops over
the rebels operating near Sulchowfu
and arrival of additional govern-
ment forees to cope with the sltua-
tion In Yunnan were announced in
a dispateh from the Peking forelgn
office today to the Chinese legation
here. The dispatch says the gov-
ernment troops in the skirmish near
Sulchowfu killed half the rebels.

The dispatch continues:

"8ix thousand picket guards from
Peking have reached Chungking.

“With the arrival of the Kwang-
tung troops under Commander
Lung Chi-Kuang at Mentze, and the
Kwelchow troops on the provinclal
border, the rebels in Yunnan have
been surrounded. No difficulty will
be experienced In the restoration of
order, as an encompagsing movement
has already begun,

“Upon seelng the approach of
government troops 1,000 disbanded
soldlers who were committing dep-
redations at Paotauchen and ita
neighboring villagea In Outer Mon-
golin have fled, leaving behind a
hrmqulﬂtyofm. In the hot

irpuit made by the - govermment.
soldiers same of the depredators
were killed or captured, while the
rest fed. Peace now reigns in
Outer Mongolla.'

A report that 2,000 Mongol in-
surgents had crossed the great wall
and were marching toward Peking
was denled.

PARIR, Feh, 4—Dispatches Lha

gestions that Prince Yusoff Isredin, helr
to the Turkish throne, whose death by
suicide was reported on February 2, was
assastinated, Fmile Galll, former editor
of the Levant Herald and a personal
friend of Prince Yusoff, writes as follows
to the Journalt

"“Prince Yusoff Issedin l'nreuw that
he would be sssassinated. Last January
he gave an envelops ssaled with his own
private seal to a number of persons, with
instrustions that it should opemed only
in case he was murderad, Yusoff detested
Enver Pasha on sccount of his desds
and of his attitude toward the Germana.
He often repoated: ‘Emver Pasha hawr let
tha wolf inte the fold."
