Adelaide of Luxemburg s
one of the most pathetic
figures in the world.

This pretty young girl. barely
twenty-one years old, was adored
by her prosperous little country
before the war broke out, To-day
she is' practically a prisoner in her

own palace, unable (o go out with-

out a military escort and forced to
look from her prison windows upon
& people starving, terrified asnd
forced to llve upon charity,

For over a year the little Grand
Duchess has striven bravely to
asgert hev rights and that of her
people, in face of the overwhelm-
ing power of the German Empire,
but the struggle is naturally™ a
hopeless one. Luxemburg is re
ported to be ocoupled by 800,000
‘German soldiers, more than the
entire population of the country.
~To complete her misery, the
urand Duchess has beea informed
that she must marry & German
prince, the object. of course, being
to insure future control of Luxem-
burg. Before the war it was pro-
posed that she should marry Prince
Henry of Bavaria, nephew of the
King of Bavaria. but she refused to
accept him.

rinces of Europe then sought her

and but she was most exacting.
What an amazing change fn her
position today!

Surrounded by & wvast army of
enemy soldiers, pressed to marry

against her will, this little princeas
is as unhappy as a Carthaginian

malden of old chosen to be & vie-
tim of Moloch.

According to the last reports the
Grand Duchess has become a phys-
ieal wreck from the hopeless
struggle and the sight of the mig-
ery around her. 8he has expressed
ber Intention of abdicating her
throne end retiring to a convent to
find rellef from her sorrows. Bhe
wishes to leave her throne to a
younger sister, who, being more of
a child than hersslf, has not been
=0 much affected by the tragedy
that has overtaken Luxemburg.

This 1ittle nevtral state, only 898
square miles in area, had the mis-
fortune to ll& on the direct path
from Berlin to Paris when tho war
broke out. Three rallway Ilines
from the principal North German
centres of population come together
in tha little town of Luzemburg.
which, situnated in & mountainous
country {tself, commands the fiat

“and comparatively unprotected area
of Northern France.

Two hundred thousand German
Loldters were rushed through Lux-
#mburg as fast as Lhey could be
hurled. The young Grand Duchess
bravely stationed herself in the
centre of the main road leading
inte Luxemburg and declared that
they had no right (o pass. Germanm
officers seized her horses and led
her out of the way.
