1 have had many opportunities to sea
the werious effect of short broad rations
to prironors,’’ added Mr. Dollfua. “The
prisoners returning to Prance have been
canvoyed Lo me to Lyons and other points
In central France, and 1 have personally
witneased their condition and heard thele
reports.  For example, In one party of 400
prisaners which 1 convoyed 20 had devels
oped tubsrculosis from belng in & fame
ished condition from a lack of bread-
they were literally emaciated akelotons,
siricken with fatal diseaso. And this was
typleal of the result of short bread
rations,

Mations for Vrisoners,

] “The German ration to prisoners," Mn
Dolifus went on, "ls one amall loaf, ahout
four Inches In diameter, in the moming.
Thia is Intended for the day, but the fam-
irhed men eat It at once, and that ends
thelr bread supply for the day, only a
soup beaing given at noon. That is the
roason we have been pouring in this bread
supply, inrgely In bulk, but to Individuals
so far as they could be traced. It has
proved a lfe-eaver to thousands, And
yet by this order of December 37 this
bread supply In bulk Is out off,

“Thia con mean only another gEreat
tragedy.” sald Mr. Dolifus, “and I am
convineed there must he a purpose be=
hind such & move, a purpose to force the
allies to conslder terms of pence, rathes
ihan aee their own people dying of starva-
tlon. And we expoot, also, that If the
bulk supply i eut off this will soon ba
followed by cutting off the Individual
packages on the ground that it is too
great an undertaking to distribute thess
individual dally supplies. And so we are
faced with the present stoppaxe of the
bulk supply and the probable stoppage of
the remaining Individual supply.

To Meet Conditions.

“I am wmeoking an well an posstble to
meet this condition by organising a com-
plete service of individual packages, but
it will be & work requiriig much help
from private sources—in which I hope
Ameorica will help an It did In Belglum-—-
and will be supported by the allied gove
ernments as far as possible, Hut It s a
strange faet that The Hague convention,
dealgred for tha betterment of the world,
stands in the way of & government helpe
ing Ite own prisoners. One provision of
The Hague agreement fa that the country
holding prisoners shall be charged with
feeding them and that the eountry from
which the prisoncrs coma shall have no
control of the matter. That provision,
made in peace times, has had an unfor-
tunate effect in actunl war times, and
France and England are thus probibiled
by The Hague agreemeont from officlally
seeking to control the bread or food aip=
piy of theilr prisoners In Germany, Theres
fore we munt orgvnige It witheut direct
government support, but with the ex-
pectation that the allied governments
will give it semi-official recognition withs
out encroachisg on The Hugus agree-
ment.

“Taking about 30,000 French prisoners
as a banis, perhaps half of them can be
roachod after by the efforts of families
and friends in sending individusl paok-
ages. That leaves 160000 (o be looked
after dally. 1t takes eight kilea of bread
o supply one man adequately for @
menth, or 130000 kilan for 150 prironen,
& month, I am paving ¥ centimon per
kllo (15 centwd, but the cont mny advance
to ™ centimes (44 This makes
about 76 cents per man por month, op
about 600,000 francs (S190.000) for 160,000y
men per month. That I8 the problens
which T am trying to work olit—-all re=
sulting from this order cutting off the
bulk bhroad supply,”
