Every motorist who operates Wis car
in winter knows nnnoyance of the
“warming up’' period which must fol-
low starting the engine after it has
atood overnight In & cold garage or for
several hours on the strect, So the de-
vice on the Cadlilne Eight which faeclll-

tates warming up Is of interest to all
motorints.
This device exercises a thermostatic

control over the the fluid In the coling
system and, like many other motor ear
developments, wns Insugurated by the
Cadillac company. The thermostats, of
whieh there are two—ona for each block
of eylinders—operute in connection with
valves which open and closs as the ther-
mostats expand and contract with henst
and cold.

When the engine and radlator are cold,
the valves are closed and the water in
the radintor s practically cut off from
that In the water Jackets of the cylinders.
After the engine is started, the Ulquid
surrounding the eylinder risesa In tem-
pérnture and the thermostat valves open
slowly. Without the thermostat, all the
liquid In the covling systemn would have
to be heated before the engine would run
well, whereas with the thermostats, only
n amall quantity has to be warmed at
the outset, and the thermoatat wvalvea
admit the water from the radiator as
tha temporature of the fluld rises

The devica is wholly automatie in ita
notion. It enablea the engine to reack

p highest efffclency much more quickly
than would be posaible If it were neces.
sary to heat the entire volume of cirou.
Inting fluld before that efficlency were
obilalned,
