Tt in ntnted that the widespread agita-
tion on the part of the married men haa
niready Interfersd somawhat with the |
war offiee arrsugements. but thers Ia |
little doudt that thec alllng up of fur-
ther groups of marrled men has been
only hriefly postponed

May Ralse Age Limit.

Among Lhe proposals now being con-
sidered I¥ that of extending the military
nee of single men to 46 years. There s
also & widespread foellng that the com-
pulsion act should be extended to the
married meh, as a conslderabls part of
the Il feeling among married men now
being calied o due to the fact that those
who voluntarily enrolied under the Derby
scheme must go Into the army, while
marriad men, who declined the Invitation
to enroll, ars allowed to continue in their
civil eccupations.

The real ssriousness of feeling through-
out the eountry on this matier was re-
fleeted In the House of Commons, whers |
members showed the state of thelr minds |
on the vote for adjournment. The gov- |
rrament demanded adjournment until |
Tuesday, but partisans of the married |
men urged a continuation of the seswion |
until the aquestion of the married men
was properly settied.
