Omaha and Chicago s a distance of 458
milos.

Over Three Dollars More,

Thus 'parties golng east our of Omaha
on touriats’ rates will pay M more on
thelr round-trip tickets than thoss going
east out of Kansas Oity, mithough the
distance from Omaha to Chlongo s only
thiriy-six milea greater than the dis.
tance betwesn Kansas ity and (™Micage

A similar discrimination sgalnst Omaha
Applics on westbound passenger busintss
out of Chicago.

For Instance from Chicago to S8an Fran-
ainco and peturn the rate is FLN. From
Omaha the round-irip rate s #0, Thus
A passenger buying n round-trip ticket
from Chicago pays BI&60 for thot part of
the journey between Chicago and Omaha
and buck wgaln. From Omaha wesl Lhere
is no corresponding reduction.

duction at all is 398 On this oceasion
Kansas City had an advantage of nearly
§$10 over Omaha on Forida business

No Logleal Reason,

Omaha passenger officlals ean advance
no reason whatever for this evident dis-
crimination, It &4 merely the result of
arbitrary rullngs by the Western Pas-
penger association which makes Hansas
City & rele basing point and Ignores
Omaba. Rates applying te Omaha are
made with Chicago as a basing point.

Why Kensas City should be & rate
basing point and why Omaha Is not is
a mystery to the local passenger traffic
men that apparently has no solution be-
yond the fact that It seemn to be a
popular pastime of the railroad men to
hang the triple cross slgn on Omaha In
favor of Kansas Cily every time an op-
portunity presenta itself.
