All
tha reliable paint and varnizsh manu-
Tacturers sell varmish removers, which
are excellent, provided Lhe directions are
followed explieit)y.

If sarnish removéra are not  onsily
avaliable, a knife will do very well and
is cheapear. Be carsful not Lo seratch or
dig Into the wood, When the varnish In
all off, rub the weod emooth with flne
sandpapar, not coarser than No. 00,
