A month later the
hostile Navajo in the Arizona mountains were
reduced to a peace footing, clearing the way for
n dash to El Paso and south of the Rio Grande.

Even to men loured to hardship and primi-
Uve outdoor life, five months of marching re-
duced them to rngged and half-famished bLattal-
fons, living on the game of the country, suppl'es
exhausted and hundreds of miles from a base,
They entered El Paso while Yuletide festiyities
vere on and were obliged to thrash General
Ponce de Leon's army of 1,200 men before par-
taking of the Christmas dinner.

Crossing the Rio Grande In Feobruary, 1847,
Dounliphan’s expedition, with §68 effective men
and ten pleces of artillery, traversed the route
fallowed by Villa's pursuers, covered 215 miles
of trackless desort In fourteen days, escaped
destruction from thirst by & providential rain-
sorm, routed 4,000 Mexicans In a fortified
mountain pass on the Rio Baeramento, and en-
tered Chihuabus on March 1. In ten months
the expedition covered 2,000 wiles of rosdless
territory and whipped three Mexican armies,
with & loss of one man killed and & score
wounded In battle.

The Supervised Flayground

A\ correspondent asks a reason for the su
playground and of
recreation hoard to direct the play of the mod-
ern youngster. It is hard to give a reason that
will withstand the test of critieal analvsis, but
the pretext s eary Lo prosent Children nc
longer grow up as they d4id In times gone by
Not many gen-
erations ago father and mother took a doep
and affectionate interest in the affaira of thelr
offspring, and gave to thely rearing attention
that resulted In hoy and girl coming up from
babyhood with respeet for elders, a knowledge
ot useful work, and a consideration for otherr
that obviated much that might have led to un-
pleasantneas. Today parents have other things
tc ooceupy thelr minds It is #till necemsary
that the children he supervised, ko the work
has been transferred from the home the
school, to the playground and to tha juvenile
court. Hxperts are pald to do the work that
would otherwise fall on the parent, and thus
the raising of children is relieved of much that
vsed to be bothersome, The experiment has
not been carried on far enough to determine
its value, but some old fashioned people eom-
fort themselves with the thought that in good
time the home will be re-established as the
proper place in which to give the child Instrue-
tion as to behavior, and that playing will as-
sume again its natural quality of freedom.

Wireless in War Times,

The use of wireless telegraphy in pesce and
war is rapldly extending, but just now ita valus
as & military acoessory is the greater. In con-
nection with operations of war it performs a
function of the highest importance. The free
use of the air by amatours is likely to lnterfere
with the legitimate purposes of the goveranment.
Therefore, steps are belng taken to Hmit the
operations of amateur plants, even to thelr
abolition. This is one of the most serious prob-
ltma our government has had to deal with In
the maintenance of its neutrallty. Direet com-
munication with Germany since the opening ol
the war has been possible only by means of the
vwireloss, and has continually been under super-
vislon of the federal government, in order to
prevent abuses. The success of the plan so
far has been gratifying. It has besn nchieved
with but little interference with business, and
has kept the world Informed of events that
would otherwise have remained buried under
the emba-go of the Allles' censorship. Along
the Mexican border a somewhat analogous situa-
tion has developed, and here the amateurs are
belng supprossed, as they were along the Atlan-
tie eoast.
