One of the most hopeful signs of Ilate has
been the iocreasod domand for rallroad stocka
of the better sort, those of industrial establish-
menis engaged in producing the eommon neces-
rities of 1ife as distingulahed from purely specu-
lative concerns and planta doing business of &
temporary character, such as war material
Purely speculative stocks will always have an
attraction for the gambler, and the big profits
of the war bablea will doubtless sustain a de-
mand for them from a ocertaln clasa, but it is
encouraging that the great mass of the invest-
ing public has turned its attention to securities
which rest on a permanent foundation. If the
United States is to derive any lasting benefit in
an Industrial way from the Huropean war its
rvaources must ba devoted to those enterprises
which are adapted to times of peace and to per-
manent development, and the trend of invest-
ment back to thess lines I8 a good symptom.
7 here is an ample fleld hera for all the capital
of the country, and {f it finds Ita way into that
fjeld the nation will be prepared for the read-
justment that must come !mmediately with the
conelusion of the European war.

¢ Tilting Lid on Behool Bonds,

The attorney genecral of the state has given
an opinlon in which he holds that the people
have boep mistaken in their ldea that the law
fixed a Mmit upon the Issuance of bonds by
school districty in cities of more than 1,600 pop-
ulation. It had been supposed the limit on
total indebtodness to 12 per cont of the asseased
valuation of the disirigt applied to all districts
alike. Buch restrictions, lke all ironclad rules
or laws, someotimes work harm, but in the larger
sonse they are a beneficlal eheck upon extrava-
pant and reckless [imancing. Taxpayers still
have some legal safeguards, however, one of
which that bond issues must have the prior In-
Corsement of the voters, and even If this were
swept away the natural laws of business come
to the rescus, for achool districts, like tndivid-
uals, eannot borrow money beyond what buyers
consider thelr ability to pay and the law pro-
hibits the sale of bonds below par. With these
rustriotions still in foree, It I8 not likely many
schools districts, at least, will bo burdened with
lond Issues much above the former supposed
limit. _

Virility of the Foreign Born.

The report of the registrar of vital statistics
in New York presents some figures that will
compel studenta of soclal economy to revise
thelr estimates and opinions. It bBas long been
‘a recognized fact that the hirth rats In forelgn-
born famlilies jn this country s higher than In
famillies of native-born, and particularly in those
whose residence here covers severwl generations,
but the popular impression is contradioted by
the fact that the death rate among the children
of forelgn-bora parents is lower. The statistics
gathered In New York show that the death rate
in children under § years of age in foreign-born
familios was seventy-one per thousand, while in
pative families It was seventy-uine, the lowest
belng In Ruosslan Jewish families.  Theess fg-
ures are all the more startling when we consider
that the congeated portions of the city, where
health conditions are of the worat, contaln a
larger portion of forelgn-born than natives. If
these peopls can present such » record under
adverse conditions, what would be the result if
they could bave the average onvironment of the

Fake War Movies

Liternsry Digewh
AR-FICTURES are even more popular in Great
Britaln than here in Amerioa, and the English
people are new reported to be revellng in vivid
war dramas which are faked on the hillaide and the
roliing downa of the soulh pomsl. A coniributer (o
Popular Bclence Monthly tella us that elever mechani-
eal devices, tha unstinted use of slectricity, spring
bayonets, gunpowden-bladders, and underground ex-
plosives are used In the production of these war-
plotures, which are so realistic that Lhey ssem to
bear the sarmarks of the French and Belglan trench
and the Pollsh battiefleld. We read there as follows;
"Agricultural laborers, farmers' sons, and village
youtha dressed In the uniforms of the Britlsh and
German armiea, are drilled in thelr pew duties apnd
initiated Into the mystariss of dlsappearing bayonets,
exploding fake shells, trench warfare, and make-be-
love ‘guasing.’ Stroll along & quiet, country rfoot
path bordering some rolling grassiand sloping to the
sea and you may come upon & horda of velling men
whose miked helmets and wicked looking bayonets
glint in the sunshine aa they c¢'wmrge toward you. If
you take cover nimbly and wateh, you will see thay
are rushing o trench fllled with khskbolad Britisn
roldlars. You shudder involuntarily as you ses those
klinting bayoneta slonking into human flesh thres or
four inchea, but you find jater that the points are
protactad with lttla felt buttons and that they are
Attached to the barrel end of the rifle by & spring
that allows tham to retract several inches upon strik-
ing a solid subsiance

“An the soldiers ford a stream in thelr mad charge,
columna of water spiash high into the sir. After
awhile you realize that thess columns are caused by
dropping shells from conoealed artillery. You wonder
how It is that all these country ‘supers’ are not
maimed or even killed untll you find out that the
wator columns are caused by electrically eaxploded
biadders fillsd with gunpowder sand hidden beneath
the surface of the stream As the charging ‘Cer-
mana’ reach the opposits bank and maks straight for
the ‘British’ machime guna, terribie explosions occur.
They are the shells still ‘dropping’ from the British
nrtillary, The explosions are electrically controlled
by & stage Alrector or producer., and are caused by
burying small cana of gunpowder here and there undar
the ground ta be rushed, At tha proper moment the
fake mines are exploded by throwing a switch ol
preasing a button, thus sending eclods of sarth, a
cloud of mmoke, and a dummy figure or twa Into the
alr. All the vivid effects of a big shell bursting on
the ground are thus obtained

“To give to the moving-plocture patron an jdea of
the vast sumber of troops now In Franos, the produc-
ors used an Ingenious leather band machine, which,
in conjunction with a broad window bullt into tha

to the departing troops. The tops of rifles with
bayonets fixed move past the window and bob up and
down In a never-ending stream. Beneath the window,
concealod from the spectators, an operator tums a
leathar band passing over two fly-wheels about twelve
feot apart. Attached to ths top of the band are rows
of bayonsts. As the handle f» turned the bayoneis
move along with the reallsin of a marching regiment,
rifles on shoulders, fastened, as they mre, to the
leather band, which can be moved at any speed
