Hecognition has come to Venustison Car-
ranea as president of the r#puhllc of Mexieo
from the United States and from Gresy Britain,
and ambassadore are being appointed between
the governmenis econcerned., This last
puts the full responsibility of executive and nd-
minisirative control on the “first chief” of the
Mexican constitutional party and opens the way
to the restoration of order and government Iin
that country., That the undertaking s a dell-
cate as well as an onergus task ls plain. An
fmmense amount of tangled business awalts the
coming of established authority In Mexico, and
Carranza will find his path one of many pitfalle,
It 1a not at all ltkely that either the United
States or Great Britain ,will unduly harass the
Mexicans by preesing for settlement clalins that
must ultimately be adjusted. Inclination to
properly recognize and equitably rettls thesa
will very likely mecure for the Carranza admin-
Istration such consideration as will enable him
to arrange his external relations while the work
of raconmructing the |aternal
country Is going forward.

The mouat pressing need of Mexico at present
is food for its starving people, and this will
surely be provided, Carranza's return to the
capital will open the way for the introduction
of relief, and it now seams probable the hungry
will nil be fed. Restoration of tranquility to
the country s not fully accomplished, but does
not seem so far AWAY now as {t was a few weeks
ago, Much depends on the man who has been
given the power.

Peace Talk in Parliaments.

Questions asked In the parliaments of Ger-
many, England and France have brought from
ministers statements as to conditions under
which peace terms will be considered by the
belligerents. About the only significance that
altaches to these utterances s that in each In-
stance the question was raised by a socialist
delegate. That party has po definitely recorded
its opposition to war that it may be expected to
press at any time for Information as to the pur-
poses of elther of the belligerent governments
a8 to further prosecution of the war. The alt-
uation, however, Is but slightly changed from
what It has been for practically & year, save that
other nations have become involved in the ruin
in that time.

Germany has dominated the situation since
the early days of the war, and has at all times
beon In position to discuss terms of peace. Any
peace that would be concluded under existing
clrcumstances would virtually be on Berlin's
terms, This fact is understood perfectly in
London, in Parls, In Petrograd and in Rome,
What those terms would be may only broadly
be guessed at. In the beginning, and since, the
German announcement has been that only “‘the
seat in the sun’ is sought, To restore condi-
tions that existed hefore August, 1014, would
not provide this, and, therefore, Germany may
be sxpected to insist upon a plan that will meet
with German approval and fulfill German aspi-
rations.

On the other hand, the Quadruple Entente
allles, each with & definite purpose In view,
bave little reason for hope of gaining a single
point through peace negotiated at this time.
Only Germany's generosity would secure to Rus-
pla the warm water port sought; Italy's "na-
tional sspirations,” which ipnclude u considera-
ble territorial expansion at Austria s expense,
could scarcely be considered; and it s certaln
that Alsace and Lorraine would not be returned
to Franece, nor would Great Britaln be conflrmed
in the domination of the pea trade of Lhe world,
Von Bethmann-Hollweg makes this very plain
in his speech to the Relchstag, answering the
socialistie Interpallation. Meantime, the Allles
bave renewed thelr pledge to make peace only
on terms that will be satisfectory to all.

Peace may be looked for when the belliger-
ents are on more equal terms as to the military
situation, or when one or the other has galoed
absolute victory. Until then peace talk will be
interesting, but of little avall.

Therefore, It s with much gratifl-
cation that we mre able to report that these vast
sums have been Invesied with practically nho loss,

Of the asseta held by life insurance companies
the end of Iast year, over §1.700,000.000 were jnvaetod
in real estate mortgages
show a separation of these investments hetweon farm
loans and othey kinds of real sstate Aecuritien Wa
now have, however, the statlstics collected by our
assoclation, which came from 142 out of the 54 life
inmirance companies fn the Mnited SBtates, These 148
companies had Y per cent of all real ecstate mort-
gages held by American life Insurance companies. Ho
the fallure 1o obtaln reporta from about 1M small
companies involves a loss from our compllation of
only about 1% per cent af Lhe total holdings

These reporia show that SO0, or WOAY per
cent, woepe at the end of 194 Invested by these 188
companies In farm loans; 6340000, or B9 24 per Cent

were Invesied In other real esiate securities in Lhe
United Staten; while the balance of 3071000, or 1.0
per oent, wera Invested in real ostate securities of
other countries, chiefly In Camada. As the value of
farm landa and Improvements, according fo estl

mates of the United Biates Census Burcau, is only
a little over 30 per cent of the total valua of all real
property in this country, it appenrs that life insurance
~ampanies have ahown & marked preference for farm
ioans as compared with city and village loans

One hundred and twenty-six of the companies re-
ported to the association, Lthelr farm mortgages by
states. Thess companies hold about ¥ per cent of all
such loans made by American life Insurance com-
panies. Theilr figures are of Interest as showing a
preference for farm loans in sections of the country
where farming has achleved ita highest development,
and supplies of local capital are comparatively limited.
Out of the total of about 44000000 of farm loans,
only $104000 are In the New England states, and 37
000 In the middle Atlantic atates, while there are
$9%¢,000,000 In the northwestern group; FIE.000,00 in
the southwestern; $117,000,000 in the central northern;
$20,00,000 |n the Gulf and Missiasippl valley ; $20,000,0)
in the Bouth Atlantie, and 4,000 In the Paclfic
group of alates, That these holdings of farm mort-
gagen, by life Insurance companies, In the various
groupa of statea have lttle relation to the amount of
all farm morignges outstanding, is shown by United
States consus flgures for 1910, which Indieate that the
total farm morigages in New England and the middie
Atlantic states, where Iife insurance compatiss have
ioaned lees than §L.000,000, are nearly two and a half
times as great as they are in the south Atlantle and
lower Misaissippl valley states, where the life in-
surance companies have loaned over $1,000,000, Thess
discrepancies between total farm mortgages and the
amount of farm loans made by life Insurance com-
panies are undoubtedly accounted for by economic
factors, chief amoung which Is the relative supply
of home capital, such as is afforded In the New Hng-
land states by sevings banka and by private Investors.

Another point quite as Interesting Is tha enorinous
amount of money which has been loAned In what s
generally termed the “Great Corn Bell," where farm
values average (he highest. In. the northwestern
group, the farm morigages held by life Insurance
companies at the end of 14 amounted to 8 per cent
of the total farm loans reported for these states by
the United States Cénsus Bureau In 1910; in the south.
wentern group they amounted to 6§ per cent; In the
central northern to 3 per cent. With such a showing
as this, 1t I» no wonder we find that life insurance
companies as & clash are today the largest holders of
farm mortgages In the United States. Even the banks
of the country, Including both commeraial and savings
banks, held on Juns ¥, W4, according to the report
of the comptroller of currency, but §H2,000,000 of farm
mortgages—§100,000000 leas than was held by life In-
surance companies at the same time.

We have known In a gencral way, as insurance
men, that & vast amount of money was being loansd
by life insurance companies on farm jands and, in
addition, that an even larger aum wna belng loaned
on ecity and village real estate, We have been proud
of the fact that the funds under our control wepre
helping to develop the country in all branches of ita
soonomie progress. Wa have at times thought that
the very large sum of money loaned on city and vil-
lage property In the middie Atlantic states might
meoan that they were being specially favored by life
insurance companies. Some of us did not stop to
contider that it is impossible to delermine the ques-
tion of faveritism (rom the amount loanad without
giving consideration to relative real eastate values In
the various states and locallitiea, We knew that city
and village real estate values In the east were enor-
mous, but we did not know how much they exceeded
those in other parts of the country, It was, therefors,
Interesting to me, an 1 am sure It will be to you, to
find in this report of the association a comparison of
farm and other real sstate loans in the various groups
of stateas expressed In their percentage relations to
correaponding real estate values, Among other things,
it s shown that the enormous sum of ¥&, 0000 loaned
on real sstate other tham farms, in the middle At-
Iantic states, la & little less than 2 per cent of the
vity and village property values of these stales. o,
when we learn from the same tabulation that lfe In-
surancs companies have loansd on farmas in the north-
western group of states over 3§ per cent of Lotal farm
values, and In the southwestern group of wstates
nearly M par cent of farm wvalues, we are Impressed
with the notlon that life insureance companies have
distributed thelr funds in accord with economic law
and with falr regurd for the needs of all classea In
further support of this proposition we learn also that
on total farm valusa throughout the ['nited States,
life insurance companies have loaned 1% por cent,
while on total city and village values they have leanod
but 1 M per cent. These (iFures Beemm 1o prove that
80 far st leant as life insurance compuanios are con-
eerned, farmers have obtalned mbre In proportion to
the security they have to offer tham city and village
