Up Tariffs Under the New
Schedules.

The passengeér rate oflices of the
local railroads have recelved official
notice of the Interstate Commerce
commission’s order, permitting an in-
crease of interstate ratea from 2 to
2.4 cents per mile, Clerks will at
once be put at work figuring out the
rates 1o be charged passengers, with
the hope that the new rates may be
applied at the earliest poasible date,
With the Omaba-Chicago roads the
new rates will be made at the head-
quariers in Chicago, with the Omaha-
| 8t. Louls roads In 8t, Louis. With
| the U'nion Pacific the rates will be
mnade here,

While the Increase of four-tenths of a
cont por mile will not apply to anything
except Interstate business, rallrond pas-
senger men anticipate that it will not be
| long until a almilar advance will be aaked
for and granted on all intra-state ticket
ralen They take the position that it
would not be falr to the roads to permit
them to charge at the rate of L4 conts

through and mcross a state and only 2
cents within the state

Wil Take Some Time.

While the rate clerks will work with
all possible spead to get the new tariffa
out so that the (ncreased rates may
apply. they are of the opinlon that 1t will
be at least February 15 before the in-

crease will become effective. The thirty
daya’ notlce of the propose Increase
Eranted by the commission haa com-

menced (o run, so that this obstacle will
be out of the way long before the new
rates will be ready to apply,

from Omaha to Chicago is $10.11. Under
the new rate, figuring on the sama milage
basis, the fare to Chicage will be $12.08,
an Increase of §1.07 cach way.
