BULL FIGHTING NOW
UNDER MEXICAN BAN

Bport of the Don Prohibited in One
of States of the Southern

Republic,
OTHER REFORMS ARE ORDERED
WASHINGTON, Dee. 18.—Pro-

hibitions agalnst bull fighting in one
Mexican state and sale of Intoxicat-
ing llquors in anothér have been de-
creed In connection with General
Carrnnza’s reform program. Coples
of the decrees reached the Mexican
embassy here today.

Governor Alvarado of Yucatan, In
addition to prohibiting liquor sales,
declared effective throughout the
state the agrarian reforms outlined
in the Carranza platform and anp-
nounced he soon would issue new
treasury, public construction and em-
ployers' liability regulations.

In Jalisco, Governor Herlunga 8 reforms
include besidew abolition of bull fighting,
obligatory Bunday rest for laborers, re-
duction of hours of labor, & minimum
wage, regulation of the liguor traffic and
prohibition of gambling.

Lismor Sales Suspended,

GALVESTON, Tex., Dec. 18,—The sale
of aleoholic liquors In Mexico City has
beon forbidden for mninety days by a
decree lasued yosterday by the governor
of the Faderal district, according to ad-
vices yeaching the Mexican consulate hore
today, The decree was a measure taken
to prevent the spread of typhus in the
capltal.
It fa also reported that Governor Al-
varedo of the state of Yucatan has is-
sued & doecree permanently forbldding
the sale of liqguors in that state.

ARE WELL DEFENDED

System Declared to Be Most For-
midable in World, but Muoch
is Livking.

FULL STRENGTH OF THE ARMY

WASHINGTON, Deec, 18— War de- |,

partment bureau reporta made public
tonight disclose the following facts
about the army of the United States
and its coast defenses:

The system of coast defenses Is
“the most formidable in the world,"
but s short 530 officers and 10,828
men of the regular establishment
and 271 offifcers and 9,801 men of
the Natlonal Guard to man all forts
mine defenses. Congress has
appropriated $176,000,000 to estab-
lish the present &ystem, but =&l
present batterles which cost $41.-
000,000 are without trainod per-
sonnel to man them,

ment of all major forts In order that

Meoeblle howitger batter'en of six-
teen-Inch, peventeen-lhch or even larger
guns are urged to supplement the parma-
nent forts, the howlitzera to be fired from
L raflroad ecars or motor trocks

CHESTER, Pa., Dec. 18, —Flve persons
woere killed and eleven injured, one prob-

& Ohlo rallroad tonight at Felton, two
miles south of this city.

Two of the dead were employes of the
rallroad and {wo were negro passengers,
whose bodles have not been Identified.
Danlel Cullenger, a passenger of Fhila-
delphla, was the fifth victim. Of the In-
jured Otto Phillips, also of Philadelphin,
wias the most periously hurt. His skull
was fractured and physiclans say that
bis recovery i# doubtful.
