Protests have been lodged
sEninst the practies by the Beandinavian gov-
ernment, an well a2 by the government of the
United Btates. [t would seem, however, that
the British have a point in thelr favor on thia
Issue. If contraband of war cannot be carried
ay frolght or express, It should not be permitted
tv go through the malls, This is the contention
of the British government. First class mall
matter will not be molested, nor will packages
that do not contain forbidden articles. 8o long
&2 a belllgerent has the unquestioned right to
search a vessel In order to determine what
rargo it carries, the extension of that right to
inelude parcol post as subject to the inquisition
does not seem unreasonable.

The resignation of Henry A. Wise Wood
trom the advisory board of the Naval depart-
ment serves to emphusize weakness of that body
pointed out when its selection was announced
by the secretary of the navy last summer, Mr.
Daniels at that time seemed full of the idea that
it was prudent, and patriotic as well, to secura
the help of men whose abllity and experience
would ecarry confidence to the public In the
plans undor consideration for the extension of
national defense.

HE following remarkable deseription by an officer

At the front of how 'he British and German

Christmas day 104 ppeared In the London
Dmily Mall

Chrdgtmas will remaln engraven on the memaory

f many British soldlers who were In our trenches

here am one of the moet extraordinary dayn of their

o8, For on that day British and Germans coased
came out
into the open between thelr respective firing !lnea
huried thelr dead, and held a short service In their
memnary

Our ehaplaln had eome with the eeone! to offl.
cinte mt the fimeral In our tremch of one of our
Beottish soldlers. During the progress of the solamn
rites It was noticed that one or two fellows were
standing outslde No attentlon was pald to this tiil
the pervice ended, when the colonel shouted: “Come
Inside, men."" The reply was that soma Germans wern
standing outside theira. Gradually more and more of
the enemy—some of them officers by their uniform--
appeared, none of them nrmed,

At last oty commandlag officer resolved to get out
and sea fop himself. The chaplain fumped up into the
open at his heols, and erossing a ditch which rune
down the middle of the fleld botwesn the lnes cried
“Dota any one speak English?' As reply a private
stopped forward, and then to our amazement we saw
our chaplain cross the ditch, salute the German com-
mander and his staflf, and begin to talk with them
Almost at the sama time & hare burst Into view and
ran along botweon the trenchea

All at onea Goermana oame scurryving
tranches and Britlsh from theirs, and A& marvelous
thing happened, Tt wan all ke a foothall match, the
hare being the footbamll, the gray tunicked Germans
the one mide and the kilted “Jocks” the other. The
Eame waa won by the Garmanas, who captured the
prizs. DNut more was peoured than a hare—a sudden
friendahip had been struck up, the truce of God had
bean called, and for the rest of Christmas day not &
#hot was fired alomg our section.

Datted over the sixty yards separating the trenches
wore scores and scores of dead soldiers, and soon
spades were flung up by the comrades on guard ln
both trenches, and by Instinct each slde mot to dig
Kraves for thelr dead. Our padre had peized his chance
and found the German commmndey very roady (o agree
that after the dead had been buried a short religious
mervice ahould take place,

He told us that the German commander and his
officers wore as anxious as the Britiah could be to
keep Christmns as 8 day of peace. That was quite
In keeping with the behavior of the Cermans, who
hadl kept up only an oocasional firing on Christmas
ove and were very busy singing carols and gloes.

We did not know all that was baing said, but after-
warda we asked the padre two questions. The one
was, "Why Md you and the German commander
take off your hats to one another™ What happened
As we learned, was: The German took his clgnr case
out and offered the padre a cigar, which was aoceptod,
The padro sald: “May I be sllowed not to rmoke, but
to keep this as & souvenir of Christmas hers and of
mesting you on Christmas day?™ The anawer, with »
laugh, was: “Oh, yes, but can't vou Elve me a
souvenir™ Thon the hats came off. For the souvenir
padre gave was the copy of ‘The Boldier's Prayer,'
which he had carried in the lining of his eap since the
war, began, and the German officer, In accepting it
took off his cap and put the alip in its Ining, saying
as ho a4l 1t: “T value this because what [t aayr,
and when the war is over I shall take it out and
Kive It as n keepsake to my youngest child.”

The second question wan, “What was in the note
book the German commander showed you?™ The an-
swer was that he had been ahown the name and ad-
dress in England of a certaln brave English afficer,
He had been killed, and as he was dying the comman-
dor happensd 1o pass wnd saw him sirugRing to get
something. out of & pocket. He went up and helped
the dying officer, and the thing he saw 1n the packet
whas A photograph of his wife. The comman®er pald,
1 held it before him, and he lay looking at §t till he
died a fow minutes aftor.” Our padre took down the
name and address and has been able to pass on the
Information to the bereaved home,

The whole German staff showed a fine spirit of
respoct during the service for the dead. On one aide
of the diteh half way hetwesn the two linan stood
German officers with thelr soldlers about them; on
the other the officers of the Hritish regiments in the
section with thelr solders about them, and betwean
wna our chaplain, an Interpreter, and a German di-
vinity student serving with thely army. Our chap-
Iain read the twenty-third Psalm in English, the
German student reading It after him in German. Then
& short prayer, which the chaplain had written on a
posteard and the Interpreter had turned 1nto German
was read, sentence by sentence, by the student after
the English forms had been recltad

It was a memeorable sight to see officers and men
who had been fighting, and, ns I write, are fighting
against one another aa flercely as over, barshaaded
reverent, and keeping sacred truce as they did

Sincs there has appeared eoritl
clam in the public preas of charity In-
stitutions, and eapecially of the Salva-
tion Army, as to thelr accounting of the
moans given them, | fesl It my duty to
#tate the following:

As a public accountant | was called to
audit the books of the Balvation Army
Industrial department and was surprised
at tha precislon involved In theilr book-
koeping methods. Before that [, among
others, feit mather doubtful in regard to
thelr accounting, and asked mysell In
case of the publie in general so request-
ing, can they make a showing how the
means recelved have been disbursed? But
I foimd that everything la accounted for
to the smallest item. In fact, many busi-
ness houses do not koep books with such
precirion,

Every cent dlabursed ts coversd by a
voticher and the hooks are balanced every
woek, Although there may be pre-
fered another system, stlil the books are
so definite that at a glance any account-
ant can make the most exact repori
wished for.

All journalizing, wherebhy many a time
defalcation and dish ty Ia aled,
is entirely eliminated from thelr books.

To give the public an tden of different
hoadings in thelr books T might mention
“recelpts” ~garments, shoos, paper, rags.
Fumiture, soto.,, pald meals, pald beds,
donations. “'Diabursements—ealaries, am-
ployes' menis, charity meals, smployea’
beds, charity beds, given-away garments
and shoes, fuel and light, laundry, horse-
shoeing, blackamithing, horse feed, ErO-
cerjes, meat, milk, other chariti.ea. Thore-
fore, In Its place, the aocounting s tully
up to Hayden's or Brandels,’ and the
oriticlam unwarranted, and 1 suppose
mostly made In lgnorance of facts.

It s not nlways the best polley to pub-
lish the receipts and dishursements, but I
am sure Ensign Kline has no objections
to show the books to anyone {nterested,

In regard to “commerciallsm,” 1 must
any that It takes sagacious, Christinn
commercialism In the Salvation Army
Home. I noticed one day In the store-
room a man wanting to buy s palr of
old shoes. The price was 2 cents, which
he did not want to pay. An old Iady
trylng to make the sale sald, aftar the
man left, that any man who wants a
pair of shoes and can pay for them, they
are certalily worth that price.

A down-and-out carpentsr sams
along and was given work to fix up old
furniture at §1 & day, bed and meals until
he could get something better: that is
another example of commerciallam, and
1 could tell of many others. It will take
all the commercialism there Ia In & man
fo conduct the Industrial Home, and it
would tax L : capacity of & first-class
merchant and the patience of Job and
the managership of the Union Pscifie to
run it, at the munificent salary of Ensign
Kline.

Those “whiskered fellows" with the
chimnies at Christmas time soliciting at
the strest cornerd are not of the Balva-
tion Army, and the public should be wise
to the fact. All collections for the Army
made on the cormerm are sollcited only
by members of the Army corps in whom
the Army has confidence. It was & good
suggestion that such sollcitors should
have a box simllar to those used on the
Street cars, but I think that a cash regis-
ter would be better, and taking the undey-
lying principle as right, 1 would sugmont
that the ssme be fone with all ghurch
deacons, so that Instead of thelr, as now,
walking up and down the aisles with a
plate, they carry a cash register on thelr
backs.
