The next step in the nogotiations in the
case will be for ths American govern-
ment to furnigh information at its com-
ymand of the Americans who were lost
an one of the preliminaries to fixing the
indemnity. The other diplomatic gues-
tions which are rhlsed are regarded
broadly as academic.

manner also in the whole course of
this war, which presents such ple-
tures of confusion of morgl concep-
tions, has it glvgn numerdus proofs
of humanitarian sentiments toward
enemies as well as toward neutral
states and it was not due to this gov-
ernment that {t was, a short time ago,
not in harmony with the Washington
cabinet precisely ont the question
which it (the Austria-Hungarian)
government, in harmony with the
entire public opinion in Austria-Hun-
gary, regarded ms principally a ques-
tlon of humanity.
Concurs in Princliple,

“The jmperial and royal govern-
ment can also substantially concur
in the principle expressed in the
very esteemed note, that private
ships, inbofar as they do not flee or
offer reslstance, may not be de:
gtroyed without the persones aboard
being brought into safety.

“The Imperial and royal goveru-
ment is very responsive Lo the as-
surance that the federal government
lays value upon seelng that the good
relations which happlly exisL be-
tween Austria-Hungary and the
United States of America remains.
It reciprocates this sssurance most

concerned to render these relationg
more hearty #0 far as lles in Its
power.

“Guided by the same spirit of
